REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award an Asset Management grant to the
Penacook-Boscawen Water Precinct (Vendor Code #159934-B001) totaling $100,000 to improve public
water system management, effective upon Governor and Council approval through April 1, 2025. 100%
Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

During the fall of 2022, NHDES went out for solicitation of interest to community water systems serving
a population greater than 150 people. Twenty-four (24) proposals were received, evaluated, and ranked
based on criteria included in the request for proposals, such as, project completes condition assessment
on all assets, a financial plan is developed and addresses investment priorities and true cost of service,
and the plan is communicated to customers and decisionmakers. Out of the 24 project proposals, 14
were selected to be funded under the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds. See attachment A for
the proposal rankings and list of reviewers.

The Penacook-Boscawen Water Precinct will use the funds to develop and implement an asset
management program for their respective drinking water system. Asset management has become the
foundation for sustainable water systems as it provides a holistic picture for how to conduct their
business in a more effective and efficient method.

Among many of the tasks proposed to be conducted with this grant, the Penacook-Boscawen Water
Precinct will be developing an inventory of their water assets which will lead to a risk analysis for their
infrastructure. Along with the inventory, they will be creating a cost of service analysis to help with the
development of future funding strategies. A final product that will be created with these funds will be a
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outreach strategy plan that will aid the Penacook-Boscawen Water Precinct with transparency and
education within the community.

ARPA of 2021 is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117t United States Congress and
signed into law by President Biden on March 11, 2021 to speed up the United States’ recovery from the
economic and health effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines
eligible uses of the state and local funding, including responding to public health emergencies,
responding to workers performing essential work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue
relief to states and making investments in water, sewer, and broadband infrastructure. This is an
allowable use of ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make necessary investments in water,
'sewer, or broadband infrastructure.

In the event grant funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. This grant agreement has been approved by the Attorney General’s Office as to form,

substance, and execution.

RECORDKEEPING REQUIREMENTS: The Subrecipient must maintain records and financial documents
for five years after all funds have been expended or returned to the State and/or Treasury. Treasury
may request transfer of records of long-term value at the end of such period. Wherever practicable,
such records should be coliected, transmitted, and stored in open and machine-readable formats.

Subrecipient must agree to provide or make available such records to the State and Treasury upon
request, and to the Government Accountability Office (“GAQ”), Treasury’s Office of Inspector General
(“OIG”), and their authorized representative in order to conduct audits or other investigations.

SINGLE AUDIT REQUIREMENTS: Recipients and subrecipients that expend more than $750,000 in

PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE: Afl funds are subject to statutory requirements that they must be used
for costs incurred by the recipient during the period that begins on March 3, 2021, and ends on
December 31, 2024, and that award funds for the financial obligations incurred by December 31, 2024
must be expended by December 31, 2026.

PROCUREMENT, SUSPENSION AND DEBARMENT: Recipients are responsible for ensuring that any
procurement using SLFRF funds, or payments under procurement contracts using such funds are
consistent with the procurement standards set forth in the Uniform Guidance at 2 CFR 200.317
through 2 CFR 200.327, as applicable.

PROHIBITION ON CERTAIN TELECOMMUNICATIONS AND VIDEO SURVEILLANCE SERVICES OR

As required by 2 CFR 200.216, subrecipients, are prohibited from obligating or expending loan or grant

c. Telecommunications or video surveillance equipment or services produced or provided by an
entity that the Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the Director of the National
Intelligence or the Director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, reasonably believes to be an
entity owned or controlled by, or otherwise connected to, the government of a covered foreign
country.

Consistent with 2 CFR 200.471, costs incurred for telecommunications and video surveillance services
or equipment such as phones, internet, video surveillance, and cloud servers are allowable except for
the following circumstances:

Deliverable: Submit Financial Implementation Plan and Budgeting spreadsheets. Business risk
exposure analysis spreadsheet. Memo detailing capital improvement recommendations. to NHDES.

6. Prepare asset management plan. Develop an effective outreach strategy to educate the public.
Develop an interactive ArcGIS StoryMap using the new GIS database. Present asset management
plan to the Town’s decision-makers. Upon comgletion of the asset management effort, the Town
will complete the New Hampshire Asset Management Database {NHamD).

Deliverable: Submit Water System Asset Management Report and a copy of the Asset
