REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into a grant
agreement with Country Pond Lake Association (Vendor Code #420597-B001) Newton Junction, New
Hampshire, for a total of $26,350 to fund exotic aquatic plant control activities in Country Pond, effective
upon Governor and Council approval through December 31, 2023. 100% Lake Restoration Funds.

EXPLANATION

A new infestation of spiny/brittle naiad, an invasive aquatic plant and the target species for this project,
was documented and mapped in Country Pond in Newton, New Hampshire in 2021. NHDES grant funds
are earmarked for management activities to control these exotic aquatic plants in 2023. The primary
purpose of New Hampshire’s Exotic Aquatic Plant Program is to prevent the introduction and further
dispersal of exotic aquatic weeds and to manage or eradicate exotic aquatic weed infestations. (RSA
487:17, Il). The program, initiated in 1981, has five focus areas: 1) Prevention of new infestations; 2)
Monitoring for early detection of new infestations to facilitate rapid control activities; 3) Control of new
and established infestations; 4) Research towards new control methods with the goal of reducing or
eliminating infested areas; and 5) Regional cooperation.

NHDES received 51 requests for funding to control exotic aquatic plant growth in 2023. Please refer to
Attachment B for a listing of projects that are identified to receive funding.

This agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form, execution, and
content.

Amy P. Smagula of the Watershed Management Bureau is the grant officer for the state.

A new infestation of spiny/brittle naiad {Najas minor), an invasive aquatic plant and the
target species for this project, was documented and mapped in Country Pond in
Newton, New Hampshire in 2021. Further expansion of these plants can cause further
problems to recreational and ecological values of the waterbody.

The purpose of this grant is to fund diver and/or Diver Assisted Suction Harvesting
(DASH) activities in the waterbody to control the target plant. The project will occur
during the 2023 growing season in the late June- early August timeframe, within two
weeks of confirmation by NHDES of active growth of the target species.

CPLA will utilize the dive services of Diver for Hire and LTD Diving for this work, based on
a competitive bid process to select the contracts.

DES will provide the contractor with an electronic copy of the Long-Term Management
Plan and maps of the treatment area(s).
