and polyfluoroalkyi substances (PFAS), effective upon Governor & Council approval through June 1, 2024.100%

EXPLANATION

The Per- and Polyfluoroalkyi Substances Remediation Grant and Loan Fund (PFAS RLF) was created, as authorized
by RSA 485-H, to provide low interest loans and grants to community public water systems; non-profit, non-
transient, non-community public water systems; municipalities; and wastewater facilities to address exceedances
of PFAS standards for costs incurred after September 30, 2019. Grant and loan applications are accepted year-

round and reviewed for eligibility in the order in which the applications are received.

NHDES approved grant funding up to $375,000 for the Town of Windham to finance the installation of point of
entry treatment systems to address PFAS contamination originating from the Town's fire department use of
aqueous film forming foams. The project includes design, bidding, construction, engineering oversight, the first

year of monitoring, and any other associated costs.

This grant agreement has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form, substance, and execution.

The Town of Windham will use the grant funds to Install point of entry treatment (POET) systems In
approximately 20 Impacted sites (private and public water systems) affected by aqueous film forming
foams used by the Windham Fire Department, In addition, the Town will reimburse affected

private/public water systems that proactlvely installed POETs, as well as the first year of sampling
and testing expenses. Grant funds will be used to complete the construction and engineering
oversight of the construction contract for the project.
