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EXPLANATION

Operation Stone Garden (OPSG} funds enhance cooperation and coordination among local. State. and
Federal law enforcement agencics in a joint mission to sccure the United Statcs borders along routes of
ingress from international borders to melude travel corridors in States bordering Mexico and Canada, as well
as States and territories with international water borders. Recipients will conduct law enforcement initiatives
by patrolling northern border traffic corridors with the intent 10 interdict potential terrorists who might be
seeking to gain entrance into the United States. OPSG funds will be used to:

The Grantee shall not hire, and it shall nol permit any subcontractor, subgraniee,
or other person, firm or corporation with whom it is engaged in n combined effon
1o perform the Project, 10 hire any person who has a contractual relationship with
Lhe State, or who is a Stale officer or employee, ¢elected or appointed.

The Grant Oflicer shall be the representative of the Staie hercunder, In the event
of any dispute hercunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant
Officer, and hisher decision on any dispute, shall be fina).

reproductions, drawings, annlyses, grophic representations,
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computer programs, computer printouls, noles, teters, memoranda, paper, and
documnents, all whether finished or unfinished.

Berween the Effective Date and the Completion Date the Grantee shall grant 1o
the Stale, or any person designated by it, unrestricted access 1o all daw for
cxamination, duptication. publication, Iranslation, sale, disposal, or for any other
purpose whatsotver.

No data shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any other couniry by
anyone other than the Stale,

On and afier the Effective Date all data, and apy property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agrecment, shall be the propenty of the Siate, end shall be retumed 1o the State
vpon demand or upon lermination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall irst oceur.

The Stale, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority 1o
publish, disclose, disiribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all dota.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Nolwithstanding znything in
this Agreement 1o the contrary, all obligations of the State hercunder, including,
without fimitation, the continuance of paymenis hereunder, are conlingent upon
the availabilily or continucd appropriation of funds, and in no cvent shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available of sppropriated
funds.

Give the Grantee a wrilten niotice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments 1o be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue o the Grantee during the period

TERMINATION.

In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall defiver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafler
referred 10 ¢ the “Termination Report™) describing in detail all Project Work
performed, end the Grant Amount camed, to and including the dac of termination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these pencral
provisions, the approval of such a Terminaticn Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to reccive thal ponion of the Grant amount camed to and including
the date of icrmination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Repon by the Siate shall in no
event relieve the Graniee from any and all liobility for dameges sustained or
incurred by the State as & resull of the Graniee's breach of ks obligations
hereunder,

Notwithsianding gnything in this Agreement to the contrary, cither the State or,
excepl where notice default has been given 1o the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thinty (30) days writien notice.
CONELICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member of cmployee of the Grantec,
and ne representative, officer or employce of the Sizte of New Hampshire or of
the goveming body of the locality or localities in which the Project is 1o be
performed, who excreises any functions or responsibilities in the review or
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approval of the undenaking or camrying out of such Project, shall pznicipate in
any decision relating to this Agreement which affects his or her personul interest
or the interest of any corporation, parmership, or association in which he or she
is dircctly or indireclly interested, nor shall he or she have any personal or
pecuniary interest, direet or indirect, in this Agreement or the procecds thercof,
GRANTEE'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the performance of this
Agreement the Grantee, its employees, and any subcontractor or subgrantee of
the Grantee are in all respecis independent contractors, and gre neither agenis
nor employees of the Siate. Neither the Grantee nor any of its ofTicers,
employees, agents, members, subcontractors or subgrantecs, shall have authority
1o bind the Sue nor are they entitled to any of the bencfits, workmen's
compensation or emoluments provided by the Siate 10 its employees.

WAIVER OF BREACH. No failure by the State 1o enforce any provisions hereof
after any Event of Delault shalt be deemed a waiver of ils rights with regard to
that Event, or any subsequent Event. No express waiver of any Event of Defaull
shall be deemed a waiver of any provisions hercol. No such failure of waiver
shall be deemed a waiver of the right of the State 10 enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any funther or other defaull on the part of the Grantee,
NOTICE. Any notice by a panty hercto 1o the other party shall be decmed 1o have
been duly delivered or given at the time of mailing by cenified moil, postage
prepaid, in a United States Post Office addressed 10 the parties ot the addresses
first above given.

Article Il - DHS Standard Terms and Conditions
