REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a contract with Route 11 Auto
Parts, Inc. (VC # 156536), Farmington, NH in the amount up to and not to exceed $550,000.00 for vehicle
replacement parts and supplies with an option to extend for up to an additional two years effective upon
Governor and Executive Council approval through May 30. 2026.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall be
permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

This contract, upon approval, for vehicle replacement parts and supplies, will provide statewide
access to an assortment of replacement parts and supplies needed by agencies with fleet vehicles. The
absence of this contract would result in both administrative and operational burdens related to the
purchase of vehicle replacement parts and supplies.

The Department of Administrative Services, through the Bureau of Purchase and Property, issued
request for bid (RFB) 2737-23 on February 16, 2023 with responses due on March 1, 2023. This bid
reach 306 vendors through the NIGP electronic sourcing platform with an additional 3 directly sourced.
There were seven compliant responses received with Route 11 Auto Parts, Inc. being one of the lowest
cost and compliant submissions.

The purpose of this request is to obtain approval to enter into a multi award contract with four
providers for vehicle replacement parts and supplies supporting all State agencies needs to maintain their
respective fleet vehicles. Upon approval of the Governor and Executive Council the following companies
shall be awarded a statewide contract: Route 11 Auto Parts, Inc., Hahn Automotive Warehouse, Inc. d/b/a

Carparts Distribution Center. O'Reilly Auto Enterprises, LLC, and Kelly Makenzie Napa.

Following BoPP market research and a survey of vendors on price fluctuations in the last twelve
months, it was determined that pricing has increased overall by approximately 10%. This 10% price
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increase was taken into consideration for determining the price limitation for this requested contract with
Route 11 Auto Parts. Inc.

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.
3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the

contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this A^ement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shaU

In no event shaD
the State be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such

available appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or
term ina tion of appiupria ted funds by a state or federa 1 legislative
or executive action thatreduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies

the appropriation oravailabiiity of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBITS, in whole or in part,
the State sballbavethe right to withheld payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractornoticeofsuch reduction ortermination.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
ConiractorshallconsTituie an event of default hercunder ("Event

of Defauk"):

8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on schedule:
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hcrcundcr. and/'or
8.1.3 failure to perl'orm any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.

8.2 Upon the occunrence of any Event of Default, the State may
lake any one.or morc.oraU, of the following actions:
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it lo be remedied within, in the absenceofa
greater or lesser specificatjon of time, thirty (30) calendar days

from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calcndardays
after giving the Contraciornotice of termination;

9.2 In the event of an early termination of this .Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State's discretion, dclK'cr to the ContractingOfncer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after the date of
termination, a report ("Termination Report") describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition, at the State's
discretion, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (15) calcndardays
of notice of eariy termination, develop and submit to the State a
transition plan for Services under the Agreement.

10. PROPERTY OW'NERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "Property'* shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to. aU studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers,and documents,all whether finished or
unfinished.

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for tha (purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be retumed
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
forany reason.
10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
governed by N.H. RSA chapter91 -A and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approvalof the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects an
independent contractor, and is neilher an agent noran employee of
the State. Neither theContractornorany of its officers, employees,
agents or members shall have authority to bind the State or receive
any benefits, workers' compensation or other emoluments
provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSrCNMENT/DELECATION/SUBCONTRACTS.
12.1 Contractor shaQprovide the State written notice at least fifteen
(15) calendar days before any proposed assignment, delegation, or
other transfer of any interest in this Agreement. No such
assignment, delegation, or other transfcrshall be effective without
the written consent of the State.

12.2 For purposes of paragraph 12, a Change of Control shall
constitute assignment. "Change of Control" means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in
which a third party, together with its affiliates, bccorricsthe direct
or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the voting
shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting power of the
Contractor.or (b) the sale of a II or substantially all of the assets of
the Contractor.

12.3 None of theScrv'ices shall be subcontracted by the Contractor
without prior written notice and consent of the State.
12.4 The Slate is entitled to copies of all subcontracts.and

assignment agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions
contained in a subcontract oran assignment agreement to which it
is not a party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the State, its officers, and employees
from and against all actions, claims, damages, demands,
judgments, fines, liabilities, losses, and other expenses, including,
without Irmitation, reasonable attorneys" fees, arising out of or
relalingio this Agreement directly crindirectly arising from death,
personal injury, property damage, intellectual property
infringement, or other claims asserted a gainst the Stale, its officers,
or employees caused by the acts or omissions of negligence,
reckless or wLUful misconduct, or fraud by the Contractor, its
employees, agents, or subcontractors.

N.H. RSA cbapter281-A, Contractorshallmaintaln,andrequire
any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain, payment of
Workers' Compensation in connection with activities which the

person proposes to undertake pursuant to this Agreement. The
Contractorshall furnish the Contracting Officer identified in block
1.9, or any successor, proof of Workers' Compensation in the
mannerdescribcd in N.H. RSA chapler28i-A andanyapplicable
renewal(s) thereof, which shall be attached and arc incorporated
herein byreference. TheStateshalinotberesponsibie forpayment

of any Workers' Compensation premiums orfcranyotherclaim or
benefit for Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of
Contractor, which might arise under applicable State of New
Hampshire Workers' Compensation laws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. A Sta te's failure to enforce its r^ts
with respect to any single or continuing breach of this Agreement
sha W not act as a waiverof the right of the State to later enforce an>'
such ri^ts or to enforce any other or any subsequent breach.

17. NOTICE. Any noticebyaparty hereto to theotherparty shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4,herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement maybeamended,waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discbarge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule orpolicy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORLTVl.

19.1 This Agreement shall be govcmcd, interpreted andconstrucd
in accordanccwith the laws of the State.ofNew Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise.
