REQUESTED AaiON

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to award an Aquatic
Resource Mitigation (ARM) Fund grant to the Southeast Land Trust of New Hampshire ("SELT"), Epping,
NH (VC#155425-B001) in the amount of $375,000 for the purpose of conserving 163-acres of land in
Barrington, effective upon Governor and Council approval through December 1, 2024. 100% ARM Funds.

EXPLANATION

New Hampshire RSA 482-A:3 requires a wetland permit for any proposed project that involves dredging
or filling of a wetland. Before a wetland permit is issued, applicants must show that the proposed project
will avoid adverse impacts to wetlands and will minimize and provide compensation for those wetland

impacts which are unavoidable.

The NHDES wetlands program adopted a set of mitigation rules that establish what is necessary for an
applicant to provide for wetland compensation. The current department rules spell out ratios for wetland

compensation that include creating a new wetland, restoring a former wetland site, or protecting a high-

quality aquatic resource by preserving adjacent upland habitat. One mitigation option is commonly
referred to as an in-Ueu fee program, is ideal for projects that have difficulty in locating an appropriate
mitigation site. The ARM Fund authorizes the collection of mitigation funds in lieu of other forms of
wetland mitigation as part of a Wetlands Permit Application.

NHDES issued the request for proposals for ARM Funds available in the Salmon Falls-Piscataqua River

Service Area in February 2022. The NHDES received one full application within the Salmon Falls-Piscataqua

River Service Area and on November 7, 2022, NHDES announced the decision to fund the Landry-Nippo

Lake project. The review of the award by the New Hampshire Wetland Council and Army Corps of
Engineers resulted in full support of the recommendation. Attachment A lists the proposals received and

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ARM Fund Site Selection Committee members involved in the decision. The Town of Bafrlngton

Conservation Commission supports this project.

The Landry-Nippo Lake project will permanently protect the 163-acre Landry property In Barrington, NH

through a conservation easement. The property consists of 2,265 feet of frontage on NIppo Lake, a 16.5-

acre Prime Wetland, 3 vernal pools, and two rare peatland communities. The Landry property has

remarkable ecological and water resource diversity that is a critical linkage between existing conservation

lands; the 405-acre SELT Leighton Forest and the 1,700-acre SELT Stonehouse Forest. At the headwaters

of Nippo Brook, the Landry property is part of the Isinglass River watershed, a designated River under the

NH Rivers Management and Protection Program. The Landry property is 25% of Nippo Lake's watershed
and 80.5 acres of the property are part of an NHDE5 designated Outstanding Resource Watershed. The
property includes 148 acres of highest-ranked habitat by ecological condition in the state (WAP) and has

a threatened forest system that likely qualifies for Exemplary status. Conservation of the Landry property

will protect upland connections between these wetland systems and 270 feet of perennial stream outflow
from Hale Pond and 1,700 feet of perennial streams including a spring fed cobble bottom stream system

that flows into Nippo Lake. The parcel will build upon existing landscape connectivity efforts in the

watershed and region. Attachment B includes a map of the project location.

In the event that other funds no longer become available, general funds will not be requested to support

this program. This agreement has been approved as to'form, content, and execution by the Attorney
General's Office.

On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purcliased witli funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the pixrperty of the State, and shall be returned to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whiche\'er
sliall first occur.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unre.strictcd authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use. in whole or in part, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstanding anytliing in this
Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
iunds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the Slate shall

have the right to withhold payment until such funds become available, if ever, and

shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.

Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Grantee shall constitute
an e\ent of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as "Events of Default"):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule: or
Failure to submit any report required hereunder; or
Failure to maintain, or permit access to. the records required hereunder; or
Failure to perform any of the other covenants and conditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence of any Event ofDefault, the State may take any one. or more,
or all, of the following actions:
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days fiotn the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion ofthe
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such time as the Slate determines that the

Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set offagainst any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and
Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafter
referred to as the "Termination Report") describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date of termination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle the
Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including the
date oftennination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general

provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the Slate shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages su.stained or
incurred by the Slate as a result of the Grantee's breach of it.s obligations
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member ofemployee of the Grantee, and

may be claimed to arise out of) the acts or omissions of the Grantee or
subcontractor, or subgrantee or other agent of the Grantee.

CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENI AND TERMS. This Agreement shall be
construed in accordance with the law of the State of New Hampshire, and is
binding upon and inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assignees. The captions and contents of the "subject" blank are used only as
a matter of convenience, and are not to be considered a part of this Agreement or
to be used in determining the intend of the parties hereto.
THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to benefit any third parties
and this Agreement shall not be construed to confer any such benefit.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be executed in a number
of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, constitutes the entire
agreement and understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings relating hereto.
SPECIAL PROVISIONS. The additional or modifying provisions set forth in
Exhibit A hereto are incorporated as part of this agreement.

SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

EXHIBITS

SCOPE OF SERVICES

1. The State of New Hampshire, its successors and assigns, represented by the New Hampshire

Department of Environmental Services (NHDES), agree to grant the Southeast Land Trust of New Hampshire

("SELT") the amount of $375,000 for the purpose of purchasing a conservation easement on a 163-acre

parcel of land owned by James Landry Jr., Joan Landry, or their successors or assigns, located at the

intersection of Routes 9 and 202, In the Town of Barrington, County of Strafford, State of New Hampshire,

Identified on the Barrington tax records as Map 231, Lot 37 and Map 111 Lot 27 (hereinafter: the

"Property"). This agreement shall be performed In accordance with New Hampshire RSA482-A; all

applicable sections of the Administrative Rules, Env-Wt 100-1000, and all other pertinent New Hampshire

laws.

2. The SELT shall use their Aquatic Resource Mitigation (ARM) Fund grant to acquire a conservation

easement for the Property.

3. As Grantee of the Conservation Easement on the Property, the SELT accepts the following conditions

or restrictions:

a. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State of New Hampshire, acting through NHDES, for

the acquisition and recordation of a conservation easement on the Property as soon as possible, time being

of the essence. The project shall be completed by December 1, 2024.

b. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State on New Hampshire, acting through NHDES, to

defray in part the acquisition, associated transaction costs, and other eligible expenses incurred in securing a

Conservation Easement on the Property.

c. To limit the use of the Property as hereinafter defined to conservation purposes in perpetuity.

d. That the Property acquired through this project will be monitored on an annual basis in

accordance with the Standards and Practices for stewardship of the Land Trust Alliance, to ensure that the

terms of the Conservation Easement are being adhered to, and to ensure that no actions are occurring

which could be detrimental to the conservation attributes of the Property. The SELT agrees to submit a copy

of the annual monitoring report to NHDES to document the actions taken.

e. The SELT agrees to place a sign, subject to its acceptability to the property owner, at a prominent

location on or near the Property. The sign should contain at a minimum the NHDES logo and the following

statement; "This property has been protected with assistance from the New Hampshire Aquatic Resource

Mitigation Fund." Should the sign be damaged or destroyed, the SELT agrees to work with the NHDES to

repair or replace it with identical signage and to share any costs associated with that repair or replacement

to the extent reasonably practicable. The SELT also agrees that where significant signage is placed at major

OAliGrantee Initials ^v.

access points, the ARM Fund program will be identified as a contributing partner to the acquisition of

easement interests and the long-term protection of the Property;

f. To return to ARM Fund Program any funds herein provided to the extent of any loss due to any

title that proves to be less than clear and marketable for all properties protected under this contract;

g. To return to ARM Fund Program any funds if the SELT fails to acquire the Conservation Easement.

h. That all public access provided for in the terms of the Conservation Easement will be in

accordance with all federal and state policies of non-discrimination in public accommodation.

As Choir of the Borrington Conservation Commission, I'm writing in enthusiastic support of the Southeast Land Trust of NH's

(SELT) ARM and Mooseplote applications for the Landry project in Borrington. The Landry's own approximately 163 acres that

stretch from Routes 9 and 202, over the top of Mt Misery, and to the shores of Nippo Lake. This property has been the subject of

development proposals in the past. It is terrific that SELT and the Landry's ore working with the Nippo Lake Association and the

Conservation Commission to conserve this significant parcel.

The Landry property provides o wide array of significant natural resource benefits:

-The Town has long recognized the high-quality wetlands associated with Hale Pond and further recognized the wetland system

by designating

them as Prime Wetlands under RSA 482-A:l5.

-The peak and rocky slopes of Mt Misery ore prominent features of this property. The Natural Heritage Bureau reports that the

ridgeline associated with Mt Misery includes a threatened forest system in the state.

-On the other side of Mt Misery are 2,265 feet of shoreline and associated wetlands along Nippo Lake. Conservation of the

Londry property will ensure there will remain undisturbed habitat for the nesting loons and other wildlife that make Nipppo Lake

their home. Nippo Lake is also the subject of a collaboration between DES and the lake association to mitigate the threat of

cyonobacterio blooms. Preserving The Landry property will play o large part in cementing that effort.

We ore a fast-growing region of the state, so we hope ARM and Mooseplote funds can leverage further financial support for this

rare conservation opportunity. The Borrington Conservation Commission strongly supports this project and SELT's application to

the NHDES Aquatic Resource Mitigation grant program and the Mooseplote Program.
