Your Excellency and Members of the Council:

REQUESTED ACTION

1. That approval be and hereby is given to the Attorney General to grant a salary
increase to Laura E. Lombardi, as an Assistant Attorney General, Position #9U048
{Appropriation #02-20-20-201010-2620-013-500132), from a salary level of
$104,000 to a salary level of $116,000, retroactive to July 1, 2023, upon Governor
and Executive Council approval as authorized by 2001 NH Laws Chapter 158,
Section 101 and 2021 NH Laws Chapter 91.

2. Upon approval of paragraph 1, that further approval be and hereby is given to the
Attorney General to reappoint Laura E. Lombardi, Position #9U048 (Appropriation
#02-20-20-201010-2620-013-500132) as an Assistant Attorney General at a salary
level of $116,000, effective upon the approval of the Governor and Executive Council
or July 31, 2023, whichever is later, for a term ending July 31, 2028.

EXPLANATION

Requested Action 1 seeks your approval to implement a salary increase for Assistant
Attorney General Laura E. Lombardi of $12,000, from $104,000 to $116,000. The proposed
increase was calculated based on a merit-based system established by the Legislature in 2001 and
is retroactive to the effective date of the 2024-2025 biennial budget when funds for the salary
increase became available.

Requested Action 2 asks approval to reappoint Laura E. Lombardi as an Assistant
Attorney General. Ms. Lombardi is a resident of Concord and a member of the New Hampshire
Bar, She is a 1997 graduate of the University of Maine, School of Law and received a B.A. from
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Bates College in 1994. She was a Law Clerk for the New Hampshire Superior Court and the
Maine Supreme Judicial Court prior to joining the New Hampshire Department of Justice, Civil
Bureau in August 2001. Ms. Lombardi was appointed as an Assistant Attorney General in
August of 2002. She was designated as a Senior Assistant Attorney General in the Civil
Bureau’s Appeals Unit in 2014. I plan to continue her current assignment at a salary of
$116,000. A copy of her resume is attached.

RSA 94:1-a(I)(c)3) provides that designation of positions, salary levels, and salary
increases for attorneys at the Department of Justice shall be determined by -the Attorney General,
subject to approval of the Governor and Council, within appropriations made to the Department
of Justice.

I am pleased to offer Ms. Lombardi’s reappointment as an Assistant Attorney General at
the above-referenced salary for your approval and respectfully urge your favorable consideration.
