NHDES, through the American Rescue Plan Act funds {ARPA), the Drinking Water and Groundwater Trust

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& Sewer District $1,620,000 in a combination of grant and loan funds for needed water systém
improvements. The District will use the grant and loan funding to make water system improvements including
water main and lead service line replacement along Front and South Street. The project will result in
improved water quality and resiliency. '

ARPA of 2021 is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117t United States Congress and signed
into law by President Biden on March 11, 2021, to speed up the United States’ recovery from the economic
and health effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines eligible uses of
the state and local funding, inctuding responding to public health emergencies, responding to workers
performing essential work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue relief to states and making
investments in water, sewer, and broadband infrastructure. This is an allowable use of ARP FRF funds under
‘Section 602 {c)(1)(D) to make necessary investments in water, sewer, or broadband infrastructure.

In accordance with the final rule from the US Treasury Department for water and wastewater infrastructure
investments, project eligibility is aligned with the Envuronmental Protection Agency’s Clean Water State
Revolving Fund (CWSRF) and Drinking Water State Revolvmg Fund (DWSRF) This project is an eligible DWSRF
infrastructure project.

The DWGTF was created in 2016, using $276 million of MtBE trial judgement funds, as authorized by RSA
485-F. The purpose of the Trust Fund is to provide sustainable, long-term funding for the protection,
preservation, and enhancement of the drinking water and groundwater resources of the state. The Drinking
Water and Groundwater Advisory Commission was established to administer the Trust Fund and to provide
guidance to the State on the use of the Trust Fund. On November 14, 2022, the Advisory Commission voted
to authorize $600,000 in grant funds to the Rollinsford Wa?er & Sewer District for water system upgrades.

. The final DWSRF loan amount will be based on-the totai_DWSRF funds disbursed and may be less than
$756,000. The loan interest rate may be adjusted downward if the DWSRF loan rate in effect upon project
completion is less than the current rate of 2.536% for 20 years The District is eligible for principal forgiveness
under the 2022 DWSRF Intended Use Plan. The amount of pnnapal forgiveness will be determined when the
aggregate principal amount is established, and the project is complete. There is currently a balance of
$12,000,000 in the DWSRF available for new loans.

In the event these funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. This grant agreement has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form, substance,
and execution.

GENERALLY ACCEPTED ACCOUNTING PROCEDURES: The Subrecipient, if a governmental entity, shall
maintain project accounts in accordance with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP),
including standards relating to the reporting of infrastructure assets as issued by the Governmental
Accounting Standards Board (GASB). The full text of Governmental Accounting Reporting Standards is
available through the GASB website at: http://www.gasb.org

RECORDKEEPING REQUIREMENTS: The Subrecipient must maintain records and financial documents for
five years after all funds have been expended or returned to the State and/or Treasury. Treasury may
request transfer of records of long-term value at the end of such period. Wherever practicable, such
records should be collected, transmitted, and stored in open and machine-readable formats.

Subrecipient must agree to provide or make available such records to the State and Treasury upon
request, and to the Government Accountability Office (“GAO”), Treasury’s Office of Inspector General
{(“0IG"), and their authaorized representative to conduct audits or other investigations.

SINGLE AUDIT REQUIREMENTS: Recipients and subrecipients that expend more than $750,000 in
Federal awards during their fiscal year will be subject to an audit under the Single Audit Act and its
implementing regulation at 2 CFR Part 200, Subpart F regarding audit requirements.

CFR part 22, and the Department of Justice (DOJ} regulations, Coordination of Non-discrimination in
Federally Assisted Programs, 28 CFR part 42, provide for the collection of data and information from
recipients and subrecipients (see 28 CFR 42.406).

PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE: All funds are subject to statutory requirements that they must be used for
costs incurred by the recipient during the period that begins on March 3, 2021, and ends on December
31, 2024, and that award funds for the financial obligations incurred by December 31, 2024, must be
expended by December 31, 2026.

PROCUREMENT, SUSPENSION AND DEBARMENT: Recipients are responsible for ensuring that any
procurement using SLFRF funds, or payments under procurement contracts using such funds are
consistent with the procurement standards set forth in the Uniform Guidance at 2 CFR 200.317 through
2 CFR 200.327, as applicable. The Uniform Guidance establishes in 2 CFR 200.319 that all procurement
transactions for property or services must be conducted in a manner providing full and open
competition, consistent with standards outlined in 2 CFR 200.320, which allows for non-competitive
procurements only in circumstances where at least one of the conditions below is true: the item is below
the micro-purchase threshold; the item is only available from a single source; the public exigency or
emergency will not permit a delay from publicizing a competitive solicitation; or after solicitation of a
number of sources, competition is determined inadequate. Subrecipients must have and use
documented procurement procedures that are consistent with the standards outlined in 2 CFR 200.317
through 2 CFR 200.320.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Rollinsford Water and Sewer District will use the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (ARPA) and Drinking
Water and Groundwater Trust Fund {DWGTF) grant funds for the replacement of water mains and
associated services, valves, and hydrants along numerous roads within the distribution system including
but not limited to Front Street and South Street. The project includes the replacement of individual lead
lined services, lead "gooseneck” adapters and small diameter mains within the District’s water
distribution system. As a requirement of this funding, all lead service line replacements must be full
replacements. No partial replacements will be allowed using loan funds unless there is written consent
from the individual consumer,
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Grant funds will be used in conjunction with Drinking Water State Revolving Funds (DWSRF) loan funds
to complete the design, bidding, construction, and engineering oversight of the construction contract

for the project.

As a requirement of this grant funding, the District is required to develop and adhere to an asset
maintenance and renewal plan for the funded improvements and provide documentation supporting
compliance with this reguirement.

EXHIBIT C
METHOD OF PAYMENT

The NHDES shall pay to the Grantee the total reimbursable program costs up to $864,000 for eligible
drinking water improvements costs not to exceed the total Grant Limitation of $864,000 in accordance
with the following requirements:

Reimbursement requests for program costs shall be made no more than once per calendar month by
the Grantee using the ARPA Disbursement form and DWGTF Disbursement Form as supplied by the
NHDES, which shall be completed and signed by the Grantee. The disbursement form shall be
accompanied by proper supporting documentation based upon direct costs. The Grantee will maintain
adequate documentation to substantiate all Program related costs. All work shall be performed to the
satisfaction of the NHDES before payment is made.

The funding is a combination of an ARPA grant of $264,000, a DWGTF grant of $600,000 and a DWSRF
loan of $756,000. Each disbursement request will be paid 100% of eligible expenses as ARPA grant funds
not to exceed $264,000. To the greatest extent practicable, ARPA funds shall be fully disbursed prior to
disbursing the DWGTF or DWSRF funds. In concert with the District’s DWSRF loan of $756,000, each
DWGTF disbursement will be paid 56% DWSRF loan funds and 44% as DWGTF grant funds not to exceed
$600,000.

Changes to the Scope of Services require NHDES approval in advance. All work must be completed prior
to the completion date (section 1.7) in this Grant Agreement to be eligible for reimbursement.
