REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to award a Strategic Planning grant to the
Town of Walpole, N H (VC # 177271-BOOl) totaling $50,000 to improve public water system sustainability,
effective upon Governor and Council approval through June 15, 2025.100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

During the Fall of 2022, NHDES went out for solicitation of interest to community water systems serving
a population greater than 150 people. Forty-six (46) proposals were received, evaluated, and ranked
based on criteria included in the request for proposals, such as the ability to demonstrate a "shovel-
ready" drinking water infrastructure project following the planning efforts and an ability to make
improvements to the sustainability of the system. Out of the forty-six project proposals, twenty-three
(23) were selected to be funded under the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds. See attachment A
for the proposal rankings and list of reviewers.

The Town of Walpole will use the funds to assess and determine long term sustainable solution by
evaluating the exist water supply sources and potential infrastructure to increase the resiliency. Through
the strategic planning efforts, the results of the assessment will provide the most cost effective and
sustainable options for their water system.

ARPA of 2021 is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117^*^ United States Congress and
signed into law by President Biden on March 11, 2021, to speed up the United States' recovery from the
economic and health effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines
eligible uses of the state and local funding, including responding to public health emergencies,
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His Excellency, Governor Christopher T. Sununu ,

and the Honorable Council
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responding to workers performing essential work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue
relief to states and making investments In water, sewer, and broadband Infrastructure. This is an
allowable use of ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make necessary investments In water,

sewer, or broadband infrastructure.

In the event grant funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. These grant agreements have been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form,
substance, and execution.

RECORDS and ACCOUNTS.

The Grantee shall not hire, and it ̂ all not permit any subcontractor, subgrantee,
or other person, firm or corporation with udiom it is engaged in a combined effort
to perform the Project, to hire any person who has a contractual relationship with
the State, or who is a State officer or employee, elected or appointed.
The Grant Officer shall be the representative of the State hereunder, In the event
of any dispute hereunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant
Officer, and his/her decision on any dispute, shall be final.

Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall
have the right to withhold payment until such funds become available, if ever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

11. EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.

/. NEW HAMPSHIRE STATE AND LOCAL FISCAL RECOVERY FUNDS FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS

This Agreement is funded under a grant to the State of New Hampshire (State) and subsequently through

RECORDKEEPING REQUIREMENTS: The Subrecipient must maintain records and financial documents for
five years after all funds have been expended or returned to the State and/or Treasury. Treasury may
request transfer of records of long-term value at the end of such period. Wherever practicable, such
records should be collected, transmitted, and stored in open and machine-readable formats.

Subrecipient must agree to provide or make available such records to the State and Treasury upon
request, and to the Government Accountability Office ("GAD"), Treasury's Office of Inspector General
("OIG"), and their authorized representative in order to conduct audits or other investigations.
