EXPLANATION

The Department of Natural and Cultural Resources is requesting to appropriate funds from an existing carried forward
balance of available funds to provide a new vehicle for field staff use in their ongoing efforts to respond to needed
technical maintenance at various communication tower sites in state reservations.

The Division of Forests and Lands currently employs a Communications Technician for the primary purpose of
maintaining and servicing 18 radio communications sites and Parks and Recreation radio systems. This position
requires use of vehicle transportation to carry out the duties and responsibilities as assigned. Additionally, this position
requires a vehicle equipped with the ability to go off road to navigate the mountain roads and be able to carry
communications equipment and respond to potential emergencies in all weather.

The Communications program is responsible for managing and maintaining our 18 communications sites and the
tenants occupying the towers. Revenue supporting this purchase is derived from fees received by DNCR from
communication site leases, licenses, and special use permits as authorized under RSA 227-G;5, 1(b). The
Communications program generates roughly a million dollars annual revenue for the State and adding this vehicle is
vital to our operations.

The following appropriation authorities are being requested:

Class 030 - Equipment New Replacement - Appropriations increase to cover cost for purchase of a new vehicle to be
used by technical field staff

If funds become no longer available. General Funds will not be requested to support the program expenditures.
