REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, State Council on the Arts, to enter into a
contract with artist Gordon Carlisle (VC #174949), Eliot, ME in the amount of $11,500 for creatitm of
artwork for the Department of Environmental Services Dam Bureau, Concord elective upon Governor
and Council approval through July 31,2024. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

2. Further authorize an advance payment in the amount of $4,025 to the artist in accordance with the
terms of the contract effective upon Governor and Council an>roval. 100% Other Funds (Agency
Income).

Funding is available in account, State Art Fund, as follows:

EXPLANATION

Pursuant to RSA t9-A:IO, the Selection Committee for the Department of Environmental Services Dam
Bureau recommends the following artist commission for the Operations and Construction Facility.

Gordon Carlisle consistent with the Request for Proposals dated January 14, 2023 and reflected In the
artist's proposal received on June 17, 2023, will paint and install an artwork measuring 48"x 60"inches
depictii^ historical images of dam construction.

In addition to being posted on our website. Percent for Art Request for Proposals arc widely distributed
on oiH" social media outlets, with regional and national partners and to our email newsletter subscribers. In
response to the Request for Proposals, we received 13 submissions from 14 artists (one team). The
percentage of artist from NH was 85% and the percentage of artists from out of state was 15%.

The Selection Committee, pursuant to RSA 19 A:IO, reviewed the proposals and made recommendations
for the selection based on these criteria:

• Quality of the design concept
• Appropriateness of the proposed design concept and mediums to the slated themes
• Suitability of the proposed artwork to the location
• The artist's ability to carry out the commission, to keep the project within budget, and to complete and
install the work on schedule.

Assessment was also based on evidence of successful projects undertaken and completed in the past as
noted in the artist's resume and work samples.
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The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and appiDved the contract as to fonn, substance and
executioa
