EXPUNATION

Section 60114 of the Inflation Reduction Act appropriates $5 billion to EPA to support efforts by states, U.S.
territories, municipalities, air pollution control agencies, and tribes, to develop and Implement plans to

reduce greenhouse gases (GHGs). This program has two distinct but related phases:

• Planning grants: The Inflation Reduction Act provides $250 million for eligible entities to
develop plans to reduce GHGs.

• Implementation grants: The Inflation Reduction Act provides $4.6 billion for grants to implement
measures from the GHG reduction plans developed with planning grant funding.

In order for NH to apply and compete for the future implementation grants (anticipated as early as April

2024) NHDES must successfully complete the initial planning activity requirements by March 1, 2024.

NHDES applied for and was awarded a $3,000,000 planning grant. The original budget for this grant was
included in the recently approved state FY 24/25 biennium budget. The timeline for applying for these funds

was extremely tight with applications due one month after the notice of the grant availability. At the time

the FY 24/25 budget was prepared an estimate of necessary contract expenses for the planning phase of the
grant was completed. Since that time, it has been determined that additional contract funds are needed in
order to successfully complete the grant deliverables by the deadline. In order to accommodate revised

contract costs from the original estimate it is necessary to add $300,000 to Class 102, Contracts for Program
Services. Class 41-Audit Set-Aside is also being increased to the appropriate amount.

We respectfully request your approval of this item.
