REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 14;30-a, VI, the New Hampshire Department of Education (NHED), Division of Learner
Support requests authorization to amend the accept and expend American Rescue Plan Elementary and
Secondary Schools Emergency Relief Funds - Homeless Children and Youth (ARP-HCY) originally approved
by Governor and Council on September 15, 2021 (item # 70¢) and by Fiscal Committee on September 17,
2021 (item FIS 21 268) and extended on May 19, 2023 (item # FIS 23 167) and May 31, 2023 (item # 161) by
reallocating funds and accepting and expending an additional amount of $18,946 from the United States
Department of Education (USED) to support the education of homeless children and youth, effective upon
Fiscal Committee and Governor and Council approvals through June 30, 2024. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The American Rescuc Plan Elementary and Secondary Schools Emergency Relief funds were signed into law
on March 11, 2021. In recognition of the extraordinary impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic on students
experiencing homelessness, the ARP included an unprecedented $S800 million to support the specific needs of
homeless children and youth via the American Rescue Plan Elementary and Secondary School Emergency
Relief — Homeless Children and Youth (ARP-HCY) Fund. State educational agencies (SEAs) and local
cducational agencies (LEAs) must use ARP-HCY funds to identify homeless children and youth, to provide
homeless children and youth with wrap-around services to address the challenges of COVID-19, and to enable
homeless children and youth to attend school and fully participate in school activities.

New Hampshire received a total of $2,296,237 through the ARP — HCY funds. This was released from the
USED in two disbursements. The first being 25% of the total - $573,993, which was released in April 2021.
Up to 25% of the first disbursement is to be used for State level activitics, while 75% is to be used in accordance
with McKinney-Vento Education of Homeless Children and Youth requirements and distributed to LEA’s in
accordance with McKinney-Vento competitive sub-grant practices.

The second disbursement of funds was released in July 2021 and is 75% of the total New Hampshire allocation
$1,722,244. Of these funds 25% can be used for State level activities, while 75% will be released to all LEA’s
in the state based on a formula that is 50% Title 1A formula and 50% the population of students experiencing
homelessness in cither the 2018-2019 or 2019-2020 school years, whichever is the greater of the two.

Per the American Rescue Plan Law, States are directed to usc the funds for the purposes of identifying homeless
children and youth, providing homeless children and youth with wrap-around services in light of the challenges
of COVID-19, and providing assistance nceded to enable homeless children and youth to attend school and
participate fully in school activities. To that end, the New Hampshire Department of Education. will be
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focusing on the identification of students experiencing homelessness throughout the state and providing
necessary services to help those students receive access (o their education and to remove barriers that prevent

full access to school activities.

Of the total New Hampshire Allocation of $2,296,237, the New Hampshire Department of Education received
approval from Governor and Council and the Fiscal Committee to accept and expend $2,277,291 through FY22

and FY23. At this time, we arc requesting the remainder of $18,946 of the allocation to be approved.

REQUESTED ACTION

Pursusant to RSA 14:30-a, VI and RSA 124:15, the Department of Administrative Services (DAS) is
secking approval on behalf of State Agencies to amend the accept and expend of American Rescue
Plan (ARP), the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) and other previously enacted federal relief bills
related to the COVID- M pandemic funded requests by extending the end date for funding, new
positions, and/or new Class 046-Consultants, created in relation to the acceptance of these funds, to the
dates listed in Attachment A, but no later than June 30, 2025, effective upon approval of the Fiscal
Committee and the Governor and Executive Council. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services is secking approval, on behalf of the State Agencies listed
in Attachment A, to extend the cffective date of the attached items from June 30, 2023 10 the dates
listed, but no later than June 30, 2025. This extension is allowable under the “procedural rules
amendment” approved at the Fiscal Committee meeting held on Aprif 21, 2023. Attachment A
excludes programs approved with the acceptance of ARP State Fiscal Recovery Funds which are being
presented via a separate request. All items included in Attachment A have been previously submitted
by the respective state agency responsible for the program; and approved by both the Fiscal Committee
and Governor and Executive Council.

This request onty serves to authorize agencies’ program balances that are unspent as of June 30, 2023,
well as positions and consultants created pursuant to RSA 124:15, to carry forward into FY24. This
will align programs with the completion dates authorized in the award notices. Any request 10 :
reallocate an existing budget or repurpose funds for new or existing projects will require future Fiscal
Committee and Governor and Council approvals.

If this item is not approved, the State would need to issue layoff notices to cmployees hired into these
federally funded positions, created under the original request, and agencies would halt time sensitive
projects. Further, each agency would then need to submit a retroactive request to July 1, 2023 for
approval to reauthorize the positions and funding; however, the retroactive requests would not
eliminate the need to issue layoff notices in June 2023,

Typically, agencies budget for known federal grants in the upcoming biennial budget; however, the
budget guidance issued in August 2022 instructed agencies to exclude all COVID-related funding from
their FY24-FY25 budget submissions. Although the funding is authorized by the federal govemment
beyond June 30, 2023, including this one-time funding would have erroneously inflated the FY24-
FY25 State budget.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support
these programs, The Department of Administrative Services seeks approval of this request.

. EXPLANATION

The American Rescue Plan Elementary and Secondary Schools Emergency Relicf funds were signed into law

" on March 11, 2021. In recognition of the extraordinary impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic on students

experiencing homelessness, the ARP included an unprecedented $800 million to support the specific needs of
homeless children and youth via the American Rescue Plan Elementary and Secondary School Emergency
Relief — Homeless Children and Youth (ARP-HCY) Fund. State educational agencies (SEAs) and local
educational agencies (LEAs) must use ARP-HCY funds to identify homeless children and youth; to provide
homeless children and youth with wrap-around services to address the challenges of COVID-19, and to enable
homeless children and youth to attend school and fully participate in school activities,

New Hampshire received a total of $2,296,237 through the ARP — HCY funds. This was released from the us
DOE in two disbursements. The first being 25% of the total - $573,993, which was released in April 2021. Up

. t025% of the first disbursement is to be used for State level activities, while 75% is to be used in accordance

with McKinney-Vento Education of Homeless Children and Youth requirements and distributed to LEA's in
accordance with McKinney-Vento competitive sub-grant practices.

The second disbursement of funds was released in July 2021 and is 75% of the total New Hampshire allocation
$1,722,244. Of these funds 25% can be used for State level activities, while 75% will be released to all LEA's
in the state based on a formula that is 50% Title IA formula and 50% the population of students experiencing
homelessness in either the 2018-2019 or 2019-2020 school years, whrichever is the greater of the two. The
Department is requesting appropriation of $2.276,624, and will budget the remaining amount during the
FY24/25 budget process.

Per the American Rescue Plan Law, States are directed to use the funds for the purposes of identifying homeless
children and youth, providing homeless children and youth with wrap-around services in light of the challienges
of COVID-19, and providing assistance needed to enable homeless children and youth o attend school and
participate fully in school activities. To that end, the New Hampshire Department of Education will be
focusing on the identification of students experiencing homelessness throughout the state and providing
necessary services to help those students receive access to their education and to remove barriers that prevent

full access to school activities.
