Under RSA 4:39-c and RSA 228:31, authorize the New Hampshire Department of Transportation
(Department) to grant a 1,530 SF Maintenance Easement (Easement) on state-owned land within the
Limited Access Right-of-Way, located on the easterly side of NH 1-95, Exit 1 northbound off-ramp, and
the southerly side of NH Route 107/US Route I in the Town of Seabrook. The easement to BJ'S
Wholesale Club, Inc. (Grantee) is for $2,300, which includes the administrative fee of $1,100.

The Department purchased this parcel with 90% Federal Funds and 10% Highway Funds.

•  The Grantee must commission a Land Surveyor licensed in NH to survey and prepare a
Perimeter Boundary Line plan depicting the right-of-way limits, meeting the NH Code of
Administrative Rules 503.09, and submit it to the Department for review and approval. Upon the
Department's approval, the Grantee must record the plan under RSA 478:1-a in the Rockingham
County Registry of Deeds, from which the Department will prepare the easement deed. The
Grantee will supply a full-size copy of the recorded plan and a draft description of the surveyed
parcel.

At the May 26, 2023, Long-Range Capital Planning and Utilization Committee meeting, approval was
given for the Department's request (LRCP 23-017) to grant an easement to BJ's Wholesale Club, Inc.,
for $ 1,200 and to assess the administrative fee of $ 1,100.

As noted above, the Department respectfully requests authorization to sell the above-referenced
^ easement.

REQUFJSTED ACTION

The New Hampshire D^aitment of Transportation (Dq)artment), pursuant to RSA 4:39-c, requests
authorization to grant a 1,530 SF Maintenance Easement (F^sement) on state-owned land within the
Limited Access Right of Way, located on the easterly side of Nil 1-95, Exit I northbound off-ramp, and
the southerly side of NH Route 107/US Route 1 in the Town of Seabrook. The Easement will be granted
to BJ's Wholesale Club, Inc. (BJ's), for $2,300, which includes the $1,100 administrative fee. The
Easement conveyance will be subject to conditions as specified in this request.

EXPLANATION

The Department received a request for an Easonent to maintain a drainage area from W^erstone
Properties who are r^resenting BJ's. The Department acquired the property in the area of the Easement
in 1967 for tl^ Interstate Route 95/NH Route 107 construction i»t)ject.

Afrer a departmental review, it was detomined that the Easement would not interfere with the flow of
traffic or the Department's maintenance needs. This parcel will be conveyed with the following
condition:

•  Asa condition of this sale, the buyer (Grantee) will be required to commission a Laud Surveyor
licensed in New Hampshire, to survey and prepare a plan depicting the limits of the Easement and
limits of the right-of-way, meeting the NH Code of Administrative Rules 503.09, to be submitted
to the Dqjartmcnt for review and approval, Upon approval by the Department, the Buyer is
required to record the plan under RSA 478:1-a, in the Rockingham County Registry of Deeds,
from which the Department will prepare the conveyance deed.

A Staff Appraisw from the Department evaluated the subject property for the contributory value to the
abutting property. They then prepared a market value appraisal using the sales comparison approach that
adheres to the Right of Way Manual requirements and the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal
Practice. The market value for the Easement as of March 3, 2023, was concluded to be $1,200.

The Department respectfully requests authorization to grant the subject Easement as outlined within this
request.
