REQUESTED ACTION

The Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services respectfully requests approval to enter into a
contract agreement with Hope Through Education, Inc. (vendor code #449055), 223 West Gregory Street,
Pensacola, FL. 32502, in the amount not to exceed $526,164.80 for the operation and management of the
New Hampshire Army National Guard (NHARNG) component of the DoD STARBASE Program, with three
renewal options for one-year periods each, effective upon Governor and Council approval through September
30, 2024. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

Title 10, United States Code section 2193b(c) directs the Secretary of Defense to provide for the
establishment of the STARBASE program. The goal of the program is to raise the interest and improve the
knowledge and skills of at-risk youth in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM)
subjects by exposing them to the technological environment and positive role models found on military
bases and installations. The NHARNG supports the mission of STARBASE and views it as an opportunity
to provide a positive, proven approach to attract and inspire STEM talent in support of current and future
workforce requirements both in the New Hampshire community and the New Hampshire National Guard.

for Proposal (RFP) on the State of New Hampshire Bureau of Purchase and Property website on May 12,
2023. Hope Through Education, Inc. was the only qualified vendor to submit a response to the RFP. This
contract is for an initial period from G&C approval through September 30, 2024 with the option for three,
one-year renewals to be negotiated and mutually agreed upon between both parties; the Department of
Military Affairs and Veterans Services and Hope Through Education, Inc.

The Federal Funds to pay for this project are provided to the Department of Military Affairs and' Veterans
Services by the National Guard Bureau pursuant to a Federal-State Master Cooperative Agreement for the
mutual support of the New Hampshire Army National Guard. The cost of this contract shall be reimbursed
to the State by the Federal government at a rate of 100%. If Federal Funds are not available, General Funds

will not be requested to support this contract.

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2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The State of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
(“State”), cngeges contractor identified in block 1.3
(“Coatractor”) to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the
work or sale of goods, or both, identified and more particularly
described in the attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated
herein by reference (“Services™).

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Exccutive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shail
become cffective on the date the Governor and Executive
Council approve this Agreement as indicated’ in block 1.17,
unless no such approval is required, in which case the Agreement

- the State Agency as shown in block 1.13 (“Effective Date™).

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the
Effective Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to
the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the
Contractor, and in the event that this Agreement does not become
effective, the State shall have no liability to the Contractor,

including without limitation, any obligation to pay the.

Contractor for any costs incurred or Services performed.

Contractor mist complete all Services by the Completion Date - -

specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation of
funds affected by any state or federal legislative or executive
action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies the
appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in
part. In no event shall the State be liable for any payments
hereunder in excess of such available appropriated funds. In the
event of a reduction or termination of appropriated funds, the
State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination.
The State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other
account or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the
event funds in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/
PAYMENT.

5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
are identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is incorporated herein by reference.

5.2 The payment by the State of the contract price shall be the
only and the completc reimbursement to the Centractor for all
cxpenses, of whatever nawre incurred by the Contractor in the
performance hereof, and shall be the only and the complete
compensation to the Contractor for the Services. The State shall
have no liability to the Contractor other than the contract price.
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5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts required or permiited by N.H. RSA 80:7
through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.

5.4 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actualiy made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS
AND REGULATIONS/ EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statules, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws. I[n addition, if this Agreement is
funded in any part by monies of the United States, the Contractor
shall comply with ali federal executive orders, rules, regulations
and statutes, and with any rules, regulations and guidelines as the
State or the United States issue to implement these regulations.
The Contractor shall also comply with all applicable intellectua)
property laws.

6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not
discriminate against employees or epplicants for employment
because of race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, handicap, sexual
arientation, or national origin and will take affirmative action to

prevent such discrimination.

6.3. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access to any of the Contractor’s books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with all rules, regulations
and orders, and the covenants, terms and conditions of this
Agreement. '

7. PERSONNEL. . :

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to’
perform the Services, and shall be properly licensed “and

otherwise authorized to do so under all applicable laws.

7.2 Unless otherwise authorized in writing, during the term of
this Agreement, and for a period of six (6) months after the
Completion Date in block 1.7, the Contractor shall not hire, and

shall not permit any subcontractor or other person, firm or
corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort to

perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State employee

or official, who is materally iavolved in the procurement,

administration or performance of this Agreement. This

provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.

1.3 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or his or her

successor, shall be the State’s representative. In the event of any

dispute concerning the interpretation of this Agreement, the

Contracting Officer’s decision shall be final for the State.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

12.2 None' of the Services shall be subcontracted by the

" Contractor without prior written notice and consent of the State.

The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and assignment
agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions contained
in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it is not a

party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. Unless otherwise exempted by law,
the Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the State, its
officers and employees, from and against any and all claims,
liabilities and costs for any personal injury or property damages,
patent or copyright infringement, or other claims asserted against
the State, its officers or employees, which arise out of {or which
may be claimed to arise out of) the acts or omission of the
Contractor, or subcontractors, including but not limited to the
negligence, reckless or intentional conduct. The State shall not
be liable for any costs incurred by the Contractor arising under
this paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign
immunity of'the State, which immudity is hereby reserved to the
State. This covenant in ,paragraph 13 shall survive the
termination of this Agreement.

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14. INSURANCE.

14.1 The Contractor shail, at its sole expense, obtain and
continuously maintain in force, and shall requirc any
subcoantractor or assignee to cbtain and maintain in force, the
following insurance:

14.1.1 commercial general liability insurance agamst all claims
of bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not

_-less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000, 000 aggregate

0T excess; and

14.1.2 special cause of loss coverage form covering all property
subject to subparagraph 10.2 herein, in an amount not less than
80% of the whole replacement value of the property.

14.2 The policies described in subparagraph 14.1 herein shall be
on policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the State
of New Hampshire by the NH. Department of Insurance, and
issued by insurers licensed in the State of New Hampshire.

143 The Contractor shall farnish to. the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, a certificate(s) of
insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement.
Contractor shall also furnish to the Contracting Officer idéntified

15. WORKERS’ COMPENSATION. \

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifies
and warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt
from, the requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A (“Workers’
Compensation"}.

15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements
of N.H. RSA chapter 28]-A, Contractor shall maintain, and
Jrequire any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain,
payment of Workers' Compensation in connection with
activities which the person proposes to undertake pursuant to this
Agreement. The Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, proof of Workers’
Compensation in the manner described in N.H. RSA chapter
281-A and any epplicable renewal(s) thereof, which shall be
attached and are incorporated herein by reference. The State
shall not be responsible for payment of any Workers'
Compensation premiums or for any other claim or benefit for
Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of Contractor,
which might arise under applicable State of New Hampshire
Workers' Compensation laws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

16. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time
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. of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States

Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in
blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the
parties hereto and only after approval of such amendment,
waiver or discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of
the State of New Hampshire unless no such approval is required
under the circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

18. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. This Agreement shall
be govemned, interpreted and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
arid assigns. The wording used in this Agreement is the wording
chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule -
of construction shall be applicd against or in favor of any party.
Aany actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought and
maintained in New Hampshire Superior Court which shall have
exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

19. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict
between the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT
A) and/or attachments and amendment thereof, the terms of the
P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hercto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit,

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
shall in no way be held to explain, medify, amplify or aid in the
interpreiation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EJCE-IIBIT A are incorporated

herein by reference.

23. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agresmaent will remain in full force and effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in 8 number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agrecments and understandings with respect to the subject matter

hereof.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS

SUBJECT: STARBASE New Hampshire

The following special provisions modify, change, delete or add to the General Provisions of the agreement.
Where any part of the General Provisions is modified or voided by these Special Provisions, the unaltered
provisions for that part shall remain in effect.

1. This agreement is funded, wholly or in part, by monies of the Federal Government of the United States;
therefore, all parts and provisions of this agreement that refer to contract which are funded in any part
by the federal government are applicable to this agreement.

2. The term “Contracting Officer” as used in this agreement shall mean the State’s Contracting Officer
' as is specified at item #1.9 of the General Provisions of this agreement or his/her authorized
representative. No individual shall be an authorized representative of the Contracting Officer unless
he or she is so appointed in writing by the Contracting Officer, in which case such written appointment
shall be provided to the Contractor.

3. The Contractor shall be responsible to correct, at his own cost and expense, defective work, or
damaged property when defects and damage are caused by the Contractor’s employees, equipment or
supplies. The Contracting Officer may withhold all, or part of, payments due to the Contractor until
defective work or damaged property caused by the Contractor, his employees, equipment or materials,
is placed in satisfactory condition.

4. General Provisions are amended as follows:
a. Provision7. PERSONNEL, sub-part 7.2: After “who is a State employee or official,” add the
following:

“or who is a National Guardsperson or who is a federal employee of the National
Guard,”

b. Provision 10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/PRESERVATION: Add the following
sub-part:

“10.4 Between the Effective Date and three (3) years after the Completion Date, as
often as the State or Federal Government shall demand, the Contractor shall make
available for audit purposes, all records that pertain to this Agreement. Upon
demand the contractor shall provide copies of such documents which may include
invoices, payrolls, records of personnel, and other information relating to all

matters covered in this agreement.”

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¢. Provision 14. INSURANCE AND BOND: Add the following sub-sub-part:

“14.].3 Insurance against all claims arising from the Contractor’s use of
automobiles in the conduct of this agreement, in amouats of not less than
$250,000.00 per person bodily injury liability, $500,000.00 per occurrence bodily
injury liability and $50,000.00 property damage liability.”

SECTION 1: INTRODUCTION

1.1  Purpose '
The purpose of this Agreement is to obtain the services and expertise necessary for the operation
and management of the New Hampshire Army National Guard (NHARNG) component of the
DoD STARBASE Program known as STARBASE New Hampshire (hereinafter referred to as
the “Academy”). The Contractor shall provide all labor, materials, equipment, supplies, and
transportation needed to perform all services associated with the implementation and operation
of the Academy in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

1.2  Background
Title 10, United States Code section 2193b(c) directs the Secretary of Defense to provide for the
establishment of the STARBASE program. The goal of the program is to raise the interest and
improve the knowledge and skills of at-risk youth in science, technology, engineering, and
mathematics (STEM) subjects by exposing them to the technological environment and positive
role models found on military bases and installations.

1.3  Incorporated Documents
The following documents are incorporated into this Agreement by reference: Standard Form P-
37 Exhibit A, Special Provisions; Exhibit B, Scope of Services; and Exhibit C, Contract Price
and Terms of Payment.

1.4 Term
This Agreement shall be effective upon Governor and Council (G&C) approval through
September 30, 2024. The option for three (3) one-year renewals will be based upon satisfactory
completion of each contract year and are contingent upon G&C approval and the availability of
Federal funding.

1.5  Primary Contact
The Contractor will report to and work in conjunction with the Primary Contact as designated by
the Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services (hereinafter referred to as the
“Department”). The initial Primary Contact will be the Military and Family Readiness Manager
for the NHARNG. The Department reserves the right to appoint an alternate Primary Contact to
assist in managing this Contract.

SECTION 2: PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVES

2.1  Summary
The Contractor shall provide all services and supervision necessary for the operation of the
Academy in accordance with all relevant Department of Defense Directives (DODD),

Instructions (DODI), and Manuals (DODM). To ensure successfu! accomplishment of the

Academy, services provided shall include STARBASE program management; educational
instruction; instructor hiring/dismissal; supervision and evaluations; and information
management. Students’ subject knowledge improvement will be determined by pre- and post-
class evaluations.

Classroom Contact Hours

a.

The Academy shall provide a minimum of 750 hours of classroom contact per school year.
The total amount of hours shall be divided into 30 equally proportionate classes over a 30-
week period. Bach class will encompass 5 hours of instruction pet day over a 5-day period
(Monday through Friday) or 5 hours of instruction 1 day per week for 5 weeks; totaling 25
in-classroom contact hours per class. The Contractor shall complete a minimum of 30 classes
of instruction per school year. Each class must range from 20 to 35 students in size.

The Academy shall provide a minimum of 50 hours of classroom contact during the summer
vacation immediately following the school year.

A classroom contact hour shall be defined as a 60-minute period of time in which an instructor
is actively involved with students or in which a service member is demonstrating, displaying,
ot teaching students about a STEM application.

Participants enrolled in STARBASE 2.0 shall be comprised of 6 to 8" grade students. These
students do not need to be classified as at-risk youths. The Director must select participants with
the coordination of local school districts and administrators based on the feeder pattern of the
school districts with 5% grade participants currently enrolled in the Academy.

3.4 Final Approval
Final approval of all Academy participants shall be made by the Director in coordination with the
Primary Contact based on the applications received by local school districts, alternative education
school providers, or home-schooling families and groups.

SECTION 4: PERSONNEL
4.1  Basic Staffing Requirements
The basic DoD STARBASE Program will have at least 4 full-time staff consisting of one of the
following schedules of required positions:
a. 1 Director, 2 Program Instructors, and 1 Office Manager; or
b. 1 Director, 1 Deputy Director, 1 Program Instructor, and 1 Office Manager.

All required positions shall be considered “full-time” and constitute a 40-hour work week.

ARTICLE I. OFFICES

The Corporation will have such offices, within or without the State of Florida, as the
Board of Directors determines from time to time.

ARTICLE II. MEMBERS

The Corporation shall not have members. All rights granted to membeis under law
shall be vested in the members of the Board of Directors.

Section 3.6, REMOVAL, RESIGNATION AND VACANCIES

a. Removal. Any director may be removed, with or without cause, by majority
action of the Board of Directors. A director will be removed if the number of votes
cast to remove the director exceeds the number of votes cast not to remove the
director. The notice of the meeting at which a vote is taken to remove a director
will state that the purpose or one of the purposes of the meeting is the removal of a
director or directors. In the event that any one or more directors is removed, new
directors may be elected at the same meeting.

b. Resignation A director may resign at any time by delivering written notice to
the Board of Directors or its Chair or to the Corporation. A resignation is effective
when the notice is delivered unless the notice specifies a later effective date.

c. Method of Filling Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring in the Board of
Directors, including any vacancy created by reason of an increase in the number of
directors, may be filled by the affirmative vote of a majority of the remaining
diractors, though less than a quorum of the Board of Directors. A director elected
to fill a vacancy shall hold office until such director’s successor has been elected
and qualified or until such director’s earlier resignation, removal from office, or
death.

Section 3.7, QUORUM AND VOTING. A majority of the number of directors
prascribed by these Bylaws constitutes a quorum for the transaction of business. If
a guorurm is present when a vote is taken, the affirmative vote of a majority of
directors present is an act of the Board of Directors.

Section 3.8. EXECUTIVE AND OTHER COMMITTEES.

a. Creation; Applicable Requirements. The Board of Directors, by resolution
adopted oy a majority of the full Board of Directors, may designate from among its
mempbers an executive committee and one or more other committees each of
which, to the extent provided in the resolution, has and may exercise all the
autherity of the Board of Directors, except as limited by the laws of the State of
. Florida. All requirements applying to the Board of Directors regarding fneetings,
notice, waiver of notice, quorum and voting apply to committees and their
members as well.

b. Number of Members; Designation of Alternates Each committee will
have two or more members who serve at the pleasure of the Board of Directors.
The Board of Directors, by resolution adopted in accordance with this section, may




designate one or more directors as alternate members of any such committee, who
may act in the place and stead of any absent member or members at any meeting
of such committee.

c. Director's Duty Remains Neither the creation of any committee, the
delegation of authority to any committee, nor action by any committee will alone
constitute compliance by any director not a member of such committee with such
director’s obligation to act in good faith, in @ manner reasonably believed to be in
the best interest of the corporation, and with such care as an ordinarily prudent
perscn in a like position would use under similar circumstances.

Section 3.9, TIME OF ANNUAL, REGULAR AND SPECIAL MEETINGS. An
annual meeting of the Board of Directors will be held each year, and regular
meetings may be held at such times thereafter as the Board of Directors may fix.
Special meetings may be held at such times as called by the Chair of the Board, the
Prasident of the Corporation or any two directors.

Section 3.10. NOTICE OF MEETINGS. The resolution or resolutions by the Board
of Directors that fix(es) the schedule of Annual and regular meetings of the Board
of Directors will include the date, time, place and purpose of the meeting. The
Secretary of the Board of Directors will provide written notice to the board
members of any upcoming Annual or regular meetings at least one week prior.

Written notice of the time and place of a special meeting of the Board of Directors
will be given to each director in person or by first-class mail, telegram, facsimile, or
cther electronic transmission at ieast one week prior.

Notice of an adjourned meeting of the Board of Directors wiil be given to directors
who were not present at the time of adjournment and, unless the time and place of
the adjourned meeting are announced at the time of adjournment, to the other
directors,

Section 3.11, WAIVER OF NOTICE. Notice of a meeting of the Board of Directors
need not be given to any director who signs a waiver of notice either before or after
the meeting. Attendance of a director at a meeting constitutes a waiver of notice of
such meeting and waiver of any and all objections to the place of the meeting, the
time of the meeting, or the manner in which it has been called or convened, except
when a director states, at the beginning of the meeting or promptly upon arrival at
the meeting, any objection to the transaction of business because the meeting is
not lawfully called or convened.

- Section 3.12. PRESUMPTION OF ASSENT. A director of the Corporation who is
present at a meeting of the Board of Directors or a committee of the Board of
Directors when corporate action is taken is presumed to have assented to the
action uniess such director votes against it or expressly abstains from voting on the
action taken, or, such director objects at the beginning of the meeting to the
holding of the meeting or transacting specific business at the meeting.



Section 3.13. PARTICIPATION IN MEETING BY CONFERENCE CALL. Members
of the Board of Directors may participate in a meeting of the Board by conference
telephone or similar means of communication through which all persons
participating in the meeting can hear each other at the same time. Participation by .

such means shall constitute bresence in person at a meeting.

Section 3.14. ACTION WITHOUT A MEETING. Any action required or permitted
to be taken at a Board of Directors’ meeting or a meeting of a committee of the
Board of Directors may be taken without a meeting if: (a) each of the directors, or
each of the members of the committee, as the case may be, consents in writing to
the action: (n) the consent sets forth the action to be taken: and (c) the consent is
fited in the minutes of the proceedings of the Board or of the committee. The
consents may consist of one or more writings and such written consents will have
the same efect as a unanimous meeting vote.

Section 3.15. DIRECTOR CONFLICTS OF INTEREST. No contract or other
transaction between the Corporation and one or more of its directors or any other
corpcration, firm, association, or entity in which one or more of its directors are
directors or officers or are financially interested will be either void or voidable
because of such relationship or interest, because such director or directors are
present at the meeting of the Board of Directors or a committee thereof which
authorizes, approves, or ratifies such contract or transaction, or because the votes
of such director or directors are counted for such purpose, if:

{a) the fact of such relationship or interest is disclosed or known to the Board
of Directors or committee which authorizes, approves, or ratifies the contract or
transaction by a vote or consent sufficient for the purpose without counting the
votes or consents of such interested directors, ali in the manner provided by law;

andg

(&) the contract or transaction is fair and reasonable to the Corporation at the
time it is authorized by the Board or a committee,

Section 3.16. DUTIES OF DIRECTORS. A director will perform the duties of
directo-, including the duties as a member of any committee of the Board upon
which such director serves, in good faith, in a manner reasonably believed to be in
the best interest of the Corporation, and with such care as an ordinarily prudent
person n a I'ke position would use under similar circumstances.

ARTICLE IV. QFFICERS

‘Section 4.1, OFFICERS. The officers of the Corporation will consist of a
President, a Secretary, and a Treasurer, and may include one or more Vice
Presidents, one or more assistant Secretaries, and one or more assistant
Treasurers. The officers wiil be elected initially by the Board of Directors at the
organizational meeting of the Board of Directors and thereafter at the annual
meeting of the Board of Directors in each year or at any special meeting called for
such purpose. The Board from time to time may elect or appoint other officers and

All officers will hold office until
their successors nave been appointed and have qualified or until their earlier
resignation, removal from office, or death. One person may simultaneously hold
any two cr more offices.

Section 4.2. DUTIES. The following officers of this Corporation will have the
following duties:

a. President. The President will be the chief executive officer of the Corporation,
will have general and active management of the business and affairs of the
Corparation, subject to the directions of the Board of Directors, and, in the absence
of a Chair of the Board of Directors, will preside at all meetings of the Board of
Directors.

b. Vice President. Each Vice President, if one or more is elected, will have such
powers and perform such duties as may, from time to time, be prescribed by the
Board of Directors or by the President. In the event of the absence or disability of
the President, the Vice President or Vice Presidents will succeed to the President’s
power and duties in the order designated by the Board of Directors.

¢. Secretary/ Treasurer. The Secretary/Treasurer will attend all meetings of the
Board of Directors, record all proceedings of such meetings in the minute book of
the Corporation, and authenticate records of the Corporation. The Secretary will
perform such other duties as may, from time to time, be prescribed by the Board of
Directors or by the President.

The Secretary/Treasurer will (i) have charge and custody of and be responsible for
all funds and securities of the Corporation, (ii) keep full and accurate accounts of
receipts and disbursements, (iii) receive and give receipts for monies due and
payable to the Corporation, and deposit monies in the name of the Corporation in
the depositaries designated by the Board of Directors, and {iv) perform all other
duties as may, from time to time, be prescribed by the Board of Directors or the
President. If required by the Board of Directors, the Treasurer will give a bond for
the faithful discharge of the Treasurer’s duties in the sum and with the surety or
sureties that the Board of Directors determines.

Section 4.3. REMOVAL, RESIGNATION AND VYACANCIES.

-a. Removal. Any officer elected or appointed by the Board of Directors and any
assistant officer appointed by another officer may be removed by the Board at any
time with or without cause. Any assistant officer, if appointed by the President or a
Vice President, may likewise be removed by such officer with or without cause.



‘b. Resignation. An officer may resign at any time by delivering notice to the
Corporation. A resignation is effective when the notice is delivered unless the
notice specifies a later effective date.

c. Method of Filling Vacancies. Any vacancy, however occurring, in any office
may be filled by the Board of Directors upon a majority vote at either a regular or a
special meeting of the Board of Directors.

Section 4.4, COMPENSATION. The Board of Directors from time to time will fix
the salaries of tha officers. The President has the authority to fix the salaries of all
employees of the Corporation other than officers elected or appointed by the Board
of Directors.

ARTICLE V. BOOKS AND RECORDS

The Corporation will maintain: minutes of the proceedings of its Board of Directors
and committees of directors; accurate accounting records; a copy of the current
Articles of Incorporation and bylaws of the Corporation; a list of the names and
business addresses of the current officers and directors of the Corporation; and a
copy of the most recent annual report for the Corporation as filed with the
Secretary of State.

ARTICLE VI. CORPORATE SEAL

The Board of Directors may adopt a corporate seal which has the name of the
Corporation inscribed thereon, and such seal may be a facsimile, engraved, printed,
or impression seal; provided, however, that in any event, the affixation of such seal
shali not be required to authorize or validate any document entered into or adopted
by the Corporation.

ARTICLE VII. TION A ST SHARING ORP: TE EARNINGS

No officer, Director, or member of a sub-committee, or person connected with the
Corporation, or any other private individual shall receive at any time any of the net
earnings or pecuniary profit from the operations of the Corporation, provided that
this prohibition shall not prevent the payment to any such person of such
reasonable compensation for services rendered to or for the Corporation in effecting
any of its purposes as shall be fixed by the Board of Directors; and no such person
or persons shall be entitled to share in the distribution of any of the corporate
assets upon the dissolution of the Corporation. Upon such dissolution or winding up
of the affairs of the Corporation, whether voluntary or involuntary, the assets of the
Corporation, after all debts have been satisfied, then remaining in the hands of the
Board of Directors shall be distributed, transferred, conveyed, delivered, and paid
over, in such amounts as the Board of Directors may determine or as may be
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction, exclusively to charitable, religious,
scientific, testing for public safety, literary, or educational organizations which
gualify under the provisions of Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended, and its reguiations as they now exist or as they may hereafter



be amended; PROVIDED, HOWEVER, that any distributions upon dissolution of this
Corporation shall be to and for the exempt purposes of this Corporation as
enumerated in the Articles of Incorporation of this Corporation.

ARTICLE VIII. EXEMPT ACTIVITIES

Notwithstanding any other provision of these Bylaws, no officer, Director or
representative of this Corporation shall take any action or carry on any activity by
or on behalf of the Corporation not permitted to be taken or carried on by an
organization exempt under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended, and the regulations promulgated thereunder as they now exist
or as they may hereafter be amended, or by an organization contributions to which
are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of such Code and regulations as they now
exist or as they may hereafter be amended,

ARTICLE IX. AMENDMEN]I

These Bylaws may be amended or repealed and additional bylaws adopted, in
writing, by the Board of Directors. Any amendment, repeal or addition will be
approved by 100 percent of the membership in writing and attached to these
Bylaws,
