REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Transportation to enter into a contract based on a single bid received with
Capitol Alarm Systems, LLC, (Vendor 177298) in the amount of $30,000 for Inspection, Testing,
Service and Repair of Fire Alarm Systems for the five locations within NHDOT Bureau of Bridge
Maintenance, from the date of Governor and Council approval, through June 30, 2026. 38.0% Federal
funds, 7.3% Intra Agency, 2.6% Agency Income and 52.1% Highway funds.

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior Lo the Effective
Date, all Serviees performed by the Contractor prior to the
ElTeetive Date shall be performed al the sote risk of the Contracior,
and in the event that this Agreement does not become eflfective, the
State shall have no liability o the Contracior, including, without
limitation, any obligation to pay the Contractor for any costs
incurred or Services performed,

3.3 Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

17. NOTICE. Any natice by a party hereto to the ather pasty shal)
be deemed 1o have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by eertified mail, postage prepaid. in a United States Post
Oftice addressed 1o the partics at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1A, herein,
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18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only hy an instrument in writing signed by the pacties
hercto andd only afler approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Exccutive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant 1o Staie law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE QF LAW AND FORUM,

19.1 This Agreemet shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Iampshire exeept
where the Tederal supremacy clause requires otherwise,  The
wording used in this Agecement is the wording chosen by the
partics {o express their muiua! intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.

19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, bul must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event ol a conllict befween
the terms of this P-37 forn (as wodified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thercto,
the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement is being entered into lor
the sole benefit of the panics hereto, and nothing herein, cxpress or
iniplicd, is intended to or will confer any legal or cquitable right,
benefii, or remedy ol any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are lor
reflerence purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions sct forth in the auached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by relerence.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and afltliates, shall, atits own cost and expense, execule any
addivional documents and 1ake such further actions as may be
reasonably required 1o carry out the provisions ol this Agreenent
and give effect (o the (ransactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITY. In the cvent any of the provisions ol this
Agreement are held by a court of compelent jurisdiction to be
contrary 1o any statc or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
execuled in a number of counterpans, each of which shail be
deemed an original, constitules  the  entire agreement and
understanding  between the partics. and  supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respeet 1o the subject matter
hiereol.

Bidders nced a minimum of 5 years relevant fire alarm monitoring, inspection, testing,
service and repair related work experience. Additionally, expericnce with the installation
and/or repair of Proteclowire systems and control panels is-required at either:

a. anunimum of three separate locations or,

b. asingle clicnt for a minimum of three years
References for these requirements must be submitied with the bid.

Upon agreement of both partics’ additional equipment and/or other factlities belonging to
the Departiment of Transportation may be added to the contract.

The State of New Hampshire reserves the right to remove one or more locations from the
project at the price quoted in the bid with the remaining locations scrviced at the
individually quoted prices.

Any faiture of the contractor to meet the requirements of this contract shall constitute an
event of dofault and provide justification for the contracting agency to immediately
terminate the conlract.

This contract requires performing dutics in potentially advérse working environments,
which may include exposure to all (ypes of weather and work at heights.

All work shall be conducted so as to interfere as little as possible with the Department of
Transportation business and to limit inconvenicnce to the traveling public. Except for
emergencics, the work shall occur during normal Department working hours 7:00 am to
3:30 pm on non-weekend, non-holiday dates unless otherwise approved by the Departiment.

The Burcau of Bridge Maintenance operates in accordunce with the Department of
Transportation’s Environmental Policy, which sceks o minimize or eliminate negative
mpacts 1o the environment. The contractor shall conduct their work in a manner consistent
with this policy.

The contractor shall conduct his work activities in a safe manner so as to protect Burcau of
Bridge Maintenance personnel as well as the public. The contractor, at their own expense,
shall furmish safety devices and take other precautions whenever required to protect life and
properly.

This form contract (Form P-37, attached), shali be completed by incorporating the scrvice
requirements and price conditions established by the contractor’s proposal and shall be
promptly exceuted by the successful bidder and the State of New Hampshire Tollowing
noetification of award.

SACO RIVER COVERED BRIDGE, CONWAY, NH

Location: At the intersection of NI Route 16 and 16A on Village Street in Jackson Village
spanning the Cllis River.

" The contractor shall be reimbursed as follows:

Manitoring Alarm Systems:

Monitoring alarm systems shall be paid at the combined (for all five locations) yearly rate, This rate shall
be all inclusive (equipment, labor, overhead, profit, expenses, etc) for menitoring the alarm systems at
ali five locations and communicating as required with fire department, police department, or Bridge
Maintenance personnel.

Inspection, Testing, and Service:

Yearly inspection, testing, and servicing shall be paid at the individual rate for each location, This rate
shall e altinclusive (equipment, lahor, overhead, profit, travel time, mileage, expenses, etc) necessary
for inspecting, testing, and servicing the alarm systems at each of the locations.
