In accordance with RSA 94:6, the Insurance Department respectfully requests to place Roni
Kamis at Step 6 for the position of General Counsel {9U429), unclassified salary grade GG,
earning $ 116,031.00 annually, effective upon the first day of the first pay period following
Governor and Council approval. Funding is 100% agency income.

EXPLANATION

The Insurance Department's General Counsel position requires a specialized skill set for
managing, supervising, planning, and implementing the activities, operations, and goals of the
Legal Division. The Legal Division consists of three sub-units, Legal Counseling, Enforcement,
and Fraud, and consists of 13 employees, including 6 attorneys. General Counsel coordinates the
work of the Legal Division in addition to other units within the Department to provide legal
counsel and support to the Commissioner, in consultation with the Department of Justice as
required, on a range of complex and consequential insurance regulatory matters.

Ms. Kamis eamed her Juris Doctorate from New England Law and has been practicing in New
Hampshire for 24 years. Ms. Kamis has experience in the private practice of law, as well as
litigation and regulatory experience in the public sector where Ms. Kamis worked with local,
county and statement govemments. Ms. Kamis' current position is Life, Annuity and Ancillary
Health Legal Counsel, where she has excelled in her work and has been assisting in many
aspects of the general counsel role since early July when the position became vacant.

The Insurance Department is seeking approval from Governor and Council to compensate Ms.
Kamis' unclassified position at the annual salary of $116,031.00 with a starting date of October
