REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter Into a grant agreement with the Town

of Hampton, NH (VC #177399-B002), in the amount of $2,000,000 to address chronic flooding issues, effective
upon Governor and Council approval through December 31, 2024.100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

NHDES released a solicitation for Critical Flood Risk Infrastructure Grant (CFRING) applications on February 15,

2022. Projects eligible to receive CFRING funding included flood resilience and stormwater management

planning and assessment projects, as well as implementation projects. NHDES received 33 eligible proposals

and ranked them according to selection criteria and selection committee discussion. Eight proposals were

selected to receive American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funding, including the proposal submitted by the Town of

Hampton to address chronic flooding issues. A scoring matrix that includes a list of the staff who participated in

proposal review, along with their titles and level of experience is provided in Attachment B.

Starting in 2018 through 2021, the Town of Hampton conducted a Flood Mitigation Analysis, which indicated

that flooding in the Meadow Pond neighborhood originates from increasing high tides and stormwater runoff.
Those factors are exacerbated by inadequate drainage due to flat land, deteriorating drainage infrastructure,

and the inability to discharge runoff during high tide. The existing stormwater drainage outlets are submerged

27 of 36 hours at a time during particularly high tides. This project builds on over five years of the Town and

NHDES' Coastal Program investment to address the chronic flooding issues in New Hampshire's lowest lying and

most vulnerable coastal community.

This project will implement the final design of a closed drainage and pumping system for the Meadow Pond

neighborhood, including a portion of Kings Highway, Gentian Road, Green Street, and Meadow Pond Road. Tidal

influence on the existing drainage system will be reduced by installing catch basins at key low points and
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rebuilding an old pump station to pump drainage to a new outlet location. The proposed system will allow

stormwater to flow via gravity into a standard road drainage system (catch basins and pipe network) and

discharge through a force main back into a gravity system downstream of Meadow Pond. By removing the

outfall at Meadow Pond and redirecting stormwater easterly toward Kings Highway, the pond will no longer

inundate the drainage system at high tide. The Hampton Flood Mitigation Analysis final report identified this
project as the preferred flood mitigation alternative. This is an allowable use of ARPA funds under Section 602

(c)(1)(D) to make necessary investments in water, sewer, or broadband Infrastructure.

ARPA of 2021 Is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117*^ United States Congress and signed into
law by President Biden on March 11, 2021, to speed up the United States' recovery from the economic health

effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines eligible uses of the state and

local funding, including responding to public health emergencies, responding to workers performing essential
work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue relief to states and making investments in water,

sewer, and broadband infrastructure.

Total project costs for this agreement are $2,000,000. NHDES will provide 100% of project costs through a
federal grant. In the event that federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested ..

to support the project.

This agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form, execution, and content.

2. SCOPE OF WORK: In exchange for grant funds provided by the State of New Hampshire, acting
through the Agency identified in block I.I (hereinafter referred to as "the State"), the Grantee
identified in block 1.3 (hereinafter referred to as "the Grantee"), shall perform that work identified and
more particularly described in the scope of work attached hereto as EXHIBIT B (the scope of work
being hereinafter referred to as "the Project").

Give the Grantee a uritten notice ̂ )eciiying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days afier giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and

This Agreement is funded under a grant to the State of New Hampshire (State) and subsequently through
