REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Education, Office of COVID-19 Education Programs, to hold an
organized meeting on October 30, 2023, at the Grappone Conference Center, Concord, NH for a total
conference cost not to exceed $45,000 for the purpose of providing a “Fall Education Conference™ to
train educators on how to engage students and effectively assess what students have learned. Effective
upon Governor and Council approval through November 30, 2023. 100% Federal Funds.

2. Authorize the Department of Education to enter into a sole source contract with Emma Bogardus d/b/a
By Emma B. (BEB), Littleton, NH (Vendor Code #398181), in an amount not to exceed $45,000.00 to
plan and implement the “Fall Education Conference”, effective upon Governor and Council approval
through November 30, 2023. 100% Federal Funds.

Funds to support this request are available in in FY24 in the account titled EANS II-ARP Act (EANS II)
as follows:

EXPLANATION

This request is sole source because the Emergency Assistance to Non-Public Schools (EANS) portion of
the American Rescue Plan Act, 2021, (ARP Act) guidance requires funding allocations to non-public
schools. Eligible schools determine how to use these funds within the allowed parameters; it then becomes
the responsibility of the State to secure those items or services on behalf of that school. By way of
application, Mount Prospect Academy was allocated funding, in which they have requested BEB’s services
be contracted and provided to address the impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic within their school and has
requested the conference be open to all NH educators. Additionally, they requested that BEB coordinate
this training to occur at The Grappone Center, Concord, NH, as it is centrally located, to make it easier for
any interested NH educator to attend.

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The New Hampshire Department of Education secks approval of a contract with BEB to provide services
to Mount Prospect Academy to address thé academic impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic. Specifically,
BEB will plan and implement, including through contractual agreements with the conference center and
workshop provider, a Fall Education Conference that will feature a full-day workshop presented by Dr.
Marcia Tate of Developing Minds, Inc., focusing on brain-based lcaming.

Under this contract, BEB will contract and coordinate with the Grappone Conference Center, Concord, NH,
to host the Conference, and with Developing Minds, Inc. to put on the featured full-day workshop. The
Conference will provide a highly engaging workshop that will deal with both traditional and more autheatic
forms of assessing students. The purpose of this conference is to increase educators’ ability to engage
students and cffectively assess what students learned. The objective of this training is improved student
engagement and overall academic achievement through effective teaching and assessment strategics.
