Due to the time required to fully execute and accept funding at the county and municipal level, combined with the
timing of Governor and Executive Council meetings, the Department of Safety, Division of Fire Standards and
Training and Emergency Medical Services, requests authorization to enter into the grant agreements listed above
using the grant agreement form attached to this request. Governor and Executive Council approval of this authorizing
item will permit grant agreements to become effective after being fully executed and accepted at the county and
municipal level, without requiring further action by the Governor and Executive Council.
