Development to enter into a sole source contract with Reel-Scout, Inc (VC# 177790) of
Charlotte, North Carolina in the amount of $11,460 for film office database services, effective

upon Governor and Council approval through June 30, 2024. 100% Other Funds
(Revolving).

EXPLANATION

The Division of Travel and Tourism Development (DTTD) is requesting this contract as a sole
source, as Reel-Scout, Inc. is a specialized database, specifically designed for film offices. As
the current vendor, Reel-Scout's database is already fully set up and has a large Inventory of
New Hampshire locations listed for use by film scouts. Continuing with this contract would allow
DTTD to expand upon the potential location listings, film crews, and cast offerings within the
state. Additionally, the process to set up a new database and transfer listings would be more
expensive and time consuming.

Filmmakers rely on New Hampshire's Reel-Scout directory to evaluate bringing their business to
our state. Reel-Scout hosts and promotes hundreds of locations around New Hampshire
including public and private property for filmmakers to consider featuring in their productions.
Reel-Scout also hosts a roster of local cast and crew who work in the industry, and otherwise
have no central location to advertise their services.

Reel-Scout puts New Hampshire on the map for filmmakers around the world to consider
creating stories here by automatically uploading our locations list to international sites like

This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after qqiroval of such amendment, waiver or
discbarge by the Governor and Executive Council of die State of
New Hampshire unless no such ̂ )pioval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State taw, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.
19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, inteipreted and construed
in accordance with the lavirs of the State ofNew Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires odierwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their nmtual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in fovor of any party.
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
aibltration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained, in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between
the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHTBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thereto,
the terms of the P-37 (as rrrodified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

21. THIRD PARTIES, This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, end irothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Addition^ or modifying
provisions set foifii in foe attached EXHIBIT A arc incoi^rated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES! The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute any
iidHitionBl documents and take such further actions as nwy be
reasonably required to carry out foe provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to foe transactions contemplated hcr^y.

25. SEVCRABILITY. In foe event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are bdd by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, foe remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.
