REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of the Arts, to award a Public Value
Partnership grant to Symphony New Hampshire (VC#160048) Nashua, NH in the amount of $13,500 to
strengthen their capacity for affordable diverse arts programs to New Hampshire residents and visitors
effective upon Governor and Council approval through June 30, 2024. 100% General Funds.

EXPLANATION

Public Value Partnerships are awarded to nonprofit arts organizations, with a minimum of five years of
continuous arts programming and professional staffing, to strengthen their capacity for offering affordable,
diverse arts program to New Hampshire’s residents and visitors. Grant categories and deadlines are
advertised through the divisions’ website, social media, and electronic newsletters.

At the time of evaluation, the NH State Art Councilors unanimously voted to accept the Arts Division’s
Public Value Partnership Review Panel’s recommendations for the partnerships based on its funding priority
ranking within a competitive review. There were fifty-four applications received and fifty-three grants were
awarded. The five-member peer panel considered seventeen criteria to arrive at a consensus ranking for each
application. The evaluative criteria range from the administrative capacity of the organization to artistic
quality, strategic planning, community impact, and accessibility.

The Attorney General’s Office has reviewed and approved the grant agreement as to form, substance and
execution.

GRANT AMOUNT; LIMITATION ON AMOUNT: VOUCHERS: PAYMENT,
The Grani Amount is identificd and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C,
attached hereto.
The manner of, and schedule of payment shalil be as set forth in EXHIBIT C.
In accordance with the provisions set forth in EXHIBIT C, and in considesation
of the satislactory performance of the Projecl, as determined by the Siate, and as
limited by subparagtaph 5.5 of these general provisions, the State shall pay the
Grantee the Grant Amount. The State shall withhold from the amount otherwise
payabie 1o the Grantee under this subparagraph 5.3 those sums required, or
permilted, to be withheld pursuant to N.H. RSA 80:7 through 7-c.
The payment by the State of the Grant amount shall be the only, and the complete
payment lo the Grantee for all expenses, of whatever nature, incurred by the
Grantee in the performance heveof, and shall be the only, and the complete,
compensation to the Grantec for the Project. The State shall have no liabilities to
the Grantee other than the Grant Amount.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, and notwithstanding
unexpected circumstances, in no event shalt Lhe total of all payments authorized,
or actually made, hereunder exceed the Grant limitation set forth in block 1 8 of
these general provisions.

COMPLIANCE BY GRANTEE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS. In

connection with the performance of the Project, the Grantee shall comply with all
statutes, laws regulations, and ordess of federal, state, counly, or municipal
authoritics which shall impose any obligations or duly upon the Grantee, including

the acquisition of any and all necessary permits and RSA 31-95-b.
RECORDS and ACCOUNTS
Beiween the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after the Completion
Date, unless othetwise required by the grant ierms or the Agency, the Grantee
shall keep delailed accounts of all expenses incurred in conneclion with the
Project, including, but not limited to, costs of administration, transporiation,
insurance, telephone calls, and clerical malerials and services. Such accounts
shall be supported by receipts, invoices, bills and other similar documents.
Belween the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after the Completion
Dale, unless otherwise required by the grant terms or the Agency pursuant lo
subparagraph 7.1, at any time during lhe Granlee's nonnal business hours, and as
often as the State shall demand, the Grantee shall make available to the State all
records pertaining to matters covered by this Agieement.

The Grantee shall, at its own expense, provide all personnel necessary to perform
the Project. The Grantee warrants that all persommel engaged in the Project shall
be qualified to perform such Project, and shall be properly licensed and authorized
to perform such Project under all applicable laws.

The Gianiee shall not hire, and it shall not permit any subcontracior, subgrantee,
or other person, firm or corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort
10 perform the Project, to hire any person who has a conlvactual relationship with
the State, or who is a State officer or employee, elected or appointed.

The Grant Officer shall be the representative of the State hereunder. [n the event
of any dispute hercunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant
Officer, and his/her decision on any dispute, shall be final.

DATA; REYENTION OF DATA; ACCESS.

As used in this Agreement, the word “data” shail mean all infonnation and things
developed or obtained during the perfonnance of, or acgquired or developed by
reason of, this Agreement, including, but not Jimited 1o, all studies, reports, files,

formulae, surveys, maps, chass, sound recordings, video recordings, pictorial
reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic reptesentations,
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computer progiams, compuler printouls, notes, letters, memoranda, paper, and
documents, all whether finished or unfinished.
Between the Effective Date and the Completion Dale the Graniec shall grant o
the Stale, or any peison designaled by it, unrestricted access Lo all data for
examination, duplication, publication, transtation, sale, disposal, or for any other
purpose whalsocver.
No data shall be subject to copyright in the United Stales or any other country by
anyone other than the Siale.
On and afier jhe Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the Siate, and shall be retutned to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first occur.
The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribule and otherwise use, in whole o in pan, alt data,
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstending anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of paymenis hereunder, aie contingenl upon
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any paymenis hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the Staic shall
have the right to withhold payment until such funds become available, il ever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

performed, and the Grant Amount eamed, to and includiog the date of termination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the appioval of such a Termination Report by the Stale shall eniitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount eamed to and including
the date of termination.
In the event of Terminalion under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the appioval of such a Termination Reporl by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any aand all Lability for damages sustained o
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder.
Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the Siate or,
except where notice default has been given to the Graniee hereunder, the Grantee,
may leﬂmnale thls Agrccmen! without cause upon thirly (30) days written notice.

No failure by the Siate to enforce any provisions hereof
after any Eveni of Defaull shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with regard 1o
that Event, or any subsequent Event. No express waiver of any Event of Default
shall be decyned a waiver of sny provisions hereof. No such failure of waiver
shall be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any further or other default on the part of the Grantee.
NOTICE, Any notice by a party hereto lo the other patty shall be deemed (o have
been duly delivered or given at the lime of mailing by certified mail, postage
prepaid, in a United States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
first above given.
AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or discharged only
by an instrument in writing signed by the parties hereto and only after approval of
such amendment, waiver or discharge by the Governor and Council of the State
of New Hampshire, if required or by the signing State Agency.
CONSTRUCTION OF AGREE M%. This Agreement shall be
