Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award an Asset Management grant to Andover
Village Water District, Andover, NH (Vendor Code 177352-B002) totaling $56,500 to improve public
water system management, effective upon Governor and Council approval through July 1, 2025. 100%
Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

During the fall of 2022, NHDES went out for solicitation of interest to community water systems serving
a population greater than 150 people. Twenty-four {24) proposals were received, evaluated, and ranked
based on criteria included in the request for proposals, such as, project completes for condition
assessment on all assets, that a financial plan is developed and addresses investment priorities and true
cost of service, and that the plan is communicated to customers and decisionmakers. Out of the 24
project proposals, 14 were selected to be funded under the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds. See
attachment A for the proposal rankings and list of reviewers.

The Andover Village Water District will use the funds to develop and implement an asset management
program for their respective drinking water system. Asset management has become the foundation for
sustainable water systems as it provides a holistic picture for how systems to conduct their business in
a more effective and efficient method.

Among many of the tasks proposed to be conducted with this grant, the Andover Village Water District
will be developing a complete inventory of their water system assets. A criticality assessment based on
the findings of the inventory which will inform a capital improvement plan. Along with the inventory, the
Andover Village Water District will be developing a hydraulic model of the system to assess system
pressures.

As required by 2 CFR 200.216, subrecipients, are prohibited from obligating or expending loan or grant
funds to procure or obtain; extend or renew a contract to procure or obtain; or enter into a contract
(or extend or renew a contract) to procure or obtain equipment, services, or systems that use covered
telecommunications equipment or services as a substantial or essential component of any system, or

as
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critical technology as part of any system. As described in Public Law 115-232, section 889, covered
telecommunications equipment is telecommunications equipment produced by Huawei Technologies
Company or ZTE Corporation (or any subsidiary or affiliate of such entities). Recipients, Subrecipients,
and borrowers also may not use federal funds to purchase:

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EXHIBIT B
SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Andover Village Water District will use these funds for asset management and financial planning
initiatives for the water system. Specifically, the following task(s), as described in the application
submitted to NHDES, will be accomplished:

Task 1 — System Mapping, GIS Database, Asset inventory
Complete a review of existing mapping, plans and water system records; develop a base plan of the

existing system including best available locations and sizes for water distribution main, water supply
and storage with estimated elevations of major system components, etc. The data will be provided to
the District in both excel spreadsheet format as well as attributes for inclusion in GIS mapping.

For each system component (both vertical and horizontal) including source, treatment, distribution and
storage; qualitatively assess condition, capacity, consequence of failure, redundancy, useful life and
replacement costs. This will be based on a review of:

> repair history and expenses over the previous 5 years,

» water use and system loss data,

» visual inspection of visible components

» conversations with system staff.

Following completion of the inspection and review of existing plans, use survey grade GPS to complete
field confirmation of critical assets and elevations in several areas of the system. This includes up to 3
days of GPS field survey.

Deliverables: Inventory and condition analysis results and GIS map and database, submitted to
NHDES in electronic format.

Task 2: Kickoff Meeting
Coordination of a kickoff meeting with NHDES staff, Commissioners, District staff, consultant and
Customers to discuss the program and obtain input on the proposed Asset Management Program.

Deliverable: Meeting minutes, submitted to NHDES in electronic format.

Task 3: Financial Review _

A prioritized list of short, intermediate and long-term capital improvements projects will be deveioped
based on the results of the inventory and condition assessment with a strategy for future funding while
maintaining an agreed upon level of services.
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The financial management portion of the program will include:

» A review of existing system data including system users, rates and connection fees and a
discussion of projected growth.

» A review of current and historical revenues, operating and maintenance expenses, capital
expenditures and capital reserves, debt payment, etc.

» A review of the current rates to determine their adequacy to cover the true cost of services and
a summary of findings and recommendations

» A summary of system income and expense along with a summary of available and anticipated
funding options for improvements and proposed adjustments to rates {if any) to accommodate
system upgrades.

» A discussion of available funding resources. -

Deliverable: long-term funding plan, submitted to NHDES In electronic format.

Task 4: Level of Service

Coordinate a level of service workshop to obtain input from stakeholders including operators,
management, ratepayers. Develop a level of service statement that includes defining stakeholder
needs, a quantitative and objective performance metric for each expectation. The level of service
goals will follow the SMART goal process.

Deliverable: Meeting minutes, submitted to NHDES in electronic format.

Task 5: Asset Management Plan and Implementation Plan

Complete the plan which will include a summary of the asset inventory data, the Level of Service -
agreement, the Capital improvement plan and funding plan. The implementation plan wil! include the
frequency of review and revision process. A draft plan will be presented at a public informational
meeting. Based on input from customers, system staff and leadership, revisions will be made and a
final asset management plan developed for adoption by the District. This task will include training and
education for staff on all components of the Asset Management Program.

Deliverables: Asset Management Plan including implementation plan, submitted to NHDES in
electronic format.

Task 6: Communication Plan

A communication plan will be developed that could include the use of outlets such as mailings,
brochure, website updates, monthly Commissioner meetings, annual meeting and other means to
keep the customers informed on the operation of the water system. An interactive communication

tool such as GIS story map will also be looked at.

Task 7: Hydrautic Model

Complete a computerized hydraulic model of the system utilizing WaterCAD. The WaterCAD model
will be used to assess system pressures as some areas of the system are experiencing low pressure
problems, as well as issues with the transmission main potentially due to excessive friction loss or
problematic valves. Hydraulic modeling of the existing distribution system will utilize the recent
hydrant flow testing for calibration. Elevations will be based on field survey of critical system
components.

Deliverable: Hydraulic Model, submitted to NHDES in electronic format

Invitation for NHDES participation in meetings and workshops Is a requirement. Quarterly progress
report forms must be completed by grant recipients or their subcontractor and submitted to NHDES
every three months, beginning with the first full 3 month quarter after grant approval from the
Governor and Council.
