REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a contract with
Vulcan, Inc. (VC#175942), Foley, AL in an amount up to and not to exceed $535,928.25 for
aluminum sign blanks with the optidn to renew for up to an additional two years, effective upon
Governor and Executive Council approval for the period February 1, 2024, through January 31,
2029.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expénditures, none of which shall
be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

This requested contract, upon approval, for aluminum sign blanks will continue to
provide the State of New Hampshire Department of Transportation (DOT) Bureau of Traffic and
the New Hampshire Correctional Industries sign shop and eligible participants, the aluminum
sign blanks that are needed for State roadways. The absence of this contract would leave the
State at risk for increased costs of materials. The next apparent low bid result'would cost the
State an additional $34,502.40 over the course of the contract term.

The Department of Administrative Services, through the Bureau of Purchase and
Property (BoPP), issued request for bid (RFB) #2812-24 on August 24, 2023, with responses due
on September 13, 2023. This RFB reached 164 vendors through the NIGP electronic sourcing
platform with an additional 7 directly sourced. There were 2 compliant responses received with
Vulcan, Inc. submitting the lowest cost and compliant submission for this requested contract.

There is a 35% cost savings associated with this requested contract as compared to the
existing contract (Contract #8003189) which is set to expire on January 31, 2024. This is due to
the vendor lowering pricing on 98% of the items requested. Which results in a cost savings of
$189,245.45 over the contract term. The vendor will be allowed to request price increases

biannually with substantiating documentation up to a maximum not to exceed 3%. Conversely
the state shall receive price decreases immediately as they become effective to the general trade.
Collaboration between BoPP, the New Hampshire Bureau of Traffic, and the Correctional
Industries sign shop, resulted in updated and accurate estimated usage for the new suggested
contract term.
