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EXPLANATION

This request is being made to accept the grant funds associated with the Family First Transition Act, within
Section 602, Subtitle F, Title I, Division N of the Further Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2020. Per
section 602(c)(3)(a) of the Family First Transition Act, funds may be used for purposes specified in title
IVB of the Social Security Act; purposes directly associated with implementing the Family First Prevention -
Services Act.

The Family First Prevention Services Act (FFPSA) was signed into law as part of the Bipartisan Budget
Act of 2018, Public Law (P.L.) 115-123 on February 9, 2018. FFPSA supports the use of evidence-based
practices to promote the well-being of children, youth, and families and to prevent unnecessary foster care

placements. The passage of FFPSA requires jurisdictions to have structures and standards in place to ensure
appropriate utilization of evidence-based practices.

Funds are being budgeted in:
Audit costs (class 041) per state requirements.

Contractsfor Program Services (class 102) to fund a contract for ongoing operation support to
community-based programs.

Area served: Statewide.
