REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Office of the Commissioner, to enter into a
contract with Benjamin Victor Studios, Inc., ( VC# 480885), Boise, ID in the amount of $250,000 for the
creation and production of the Christa MeAuliffe State House Memorial Commission Piece effective
upon Governor and Council approval through September 1, 2024. 100% General Funds.

2. Further authorize an advanced payment in the amount of $62,500 to Benjamin Victor Studios, Inc. in
accordance with the terms of the contract effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% General
Funds.

EXPLANATION

Executive Order 2023-02 established the Christa MeAuliffe State House Memorial Commission to study, design
and oversee construction of a permanent memorial on state house grounds. Members of this Commission have
met regularly to select an artist to design, and upon the Commission's approval, craft the permanent memorial to
honor Christa MeAuliffe's legacy as a teacher and astronaut.

The Commission sought proposals from qualified sculptors from around the country. We then conducted a series
of interviews, and ultimately selected Mr. Benjamin Victor. Mr. Victor has extensive experience working with
bronze. He is the youngest artist to have a sculpture placed in the United States Capitol National Statuary Hall
and is currently the only living artist with three sculptures located in the Statuary Hall, featuring Sarah
Winnemucea, Dr. Norman Borlaug, and Chief Standing Bear.

Additionally, Mr. Victor is the 2018 recipient of the National Sculpture Society's "Alex J. Ettl Grant," awarded in
recognition for outstanding work; placed first in 2018 for "The Angel" at the Museum of Modem European Art
in Barcelona Spain as part of the Art Renewal Center International Salon; and was named Artist of the Decade by
the Califomia Kem County Arts Council in 2010.

The Attomey General's Office has reviewed and approved this contract as to form, substance and execution.

Executive Order 2023-02

An Order Establishing the Christa McAuiiffe State House Memorial Commission

WHEREAS, Sharon Christa McAuiiffe was bom on September 2,1948 and began her teaching
career in 1970; and

WHEREAS, Christa McAuiiffe taught history and English in Concord and Bow before taking a
social studies teaching job at Concord High School in 1983 where her responsibilities included
teaching American history, law, economics and a self-designed course titled "The American
Woman"; and

WHEREAS, In 1984, President Ronald Reagan announced the Teacher in Space Project, and
Christa was selected out of over 11,000 applicants to become the first educator astronaut in
space; and she was one of seven crew members of Space Shuttle Challenger mission STS-51-L;
and

WHEREAS, on January 28,1986, just 73 seconds after launch, tragically, the Challenger
exploded and all seven crew members were lost; and

WHEREAS, Christa was never afforded the opportunity to teach the lessons she planned during
that mission, her motivation to open minds, her emphasis on experiential leaning and her belief
that "I touch the future, I teach," continues to guide the McAuliffe-Shephard Discovery Center's
design of educational programs and exhibits; and

WHEREAS, Christa's legacy as a selfless and courageous New Hampshire educator and
astronaut continues to inspire granite stater's to reach new heights and never stop exploring.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, CHRISTOPHER T. SUNUNU, GOVERNOR of the State of New
Hampshire, by the authority vested in me by Part II, Article 41 of the New Hampshire
Constitution, do hereby order, effective immediately, that;

1. There is hereby established the Christa McAuiiffe State House Memorial Commission
to study, design, and oversee constmction of a permanent memorial on state house
grounds.

2. The Christa McAuiiffe State House Memorial Commission shall:
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a. Study the best location on the front facing portion of state house grounds to affix
the permanent memorial.

b. Select an artist to design and upon the Commission's approval, craft the permanent
memorial.

c. See that the memorial is permanently placed on the front facing portion of the New
Hampshire State House on State House grounds.

d. Organize a formal unveiling on the permanent memorial on or before September 2,
2024.

e. Work with the Department of Natiual and Cultural Resources to complete and
dedicate the memorial.

f. Remain in existence upon the completion of the Christa McAuliffe memorial for
the purpose of overseeing maintenance and approving any changes to the
memorial.

3. The Christa McAuliffe State House Memorial Commission shall consist of the

following:

a. The then incumbent Governor or his or her designee;

b. Two members of the house of representatives, appointed by the speaker of the
house of representatives;

c. One member of the senate, appointed by the president of the senate;

d. The executive director of the McAuliffe Shepard Discovery Center, or his or her
designee;

e. The commissioner of the department of natural and cultural resources, or his or her
designee;

f. The commissioner of the department of administrative services, or his or her
designee; and

g. Three public members appointed by the incumbent Governor.

4. Each of the appointed members shall serve at the pleasure of the Governor for a term
of three years, and until a successor has been appointed.

5. A majority of the members shall constitute a quorum.

6. The incumbent Governor or his or her designee shall serve as Chairperson. The
Chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the Commission and shall exercise overall
supervision of the Commission.

7. Commission members shall perform their duties without compensation and shall not
be entitled to reimbursement for expenses incurred in attending meeting of the
Commission.

8. The first meeting shall occur on or before thirty days after the issuance of this Order
and as frequently as the Chair determines thereafter.
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9. All meetings of the Commission shall be open to the public, allow for public
comment, and be subject to the requirements of RSA Chapter 91-A.

10. The Commission shall continue pursuant to the terms of this Executive Order, and
shall be subject to such modifications as may be required by subsequent duly issued
Executive Order or as otherwise required by law.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party
19 2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Menimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between

the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thereto,
the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person

22. HEADINGS The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached E.XIIIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute any
additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give elTect to the transactions contemplated hereby

25. SEVERAOILITV. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement arc held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
hereof

Term: The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date the contract is approved by the
Governor & Council and end on completion and delivery of the Commissioned Pieces, which shall be no
later than September 1, 2024.

Foundry: Bronze casting facility used by Artist to produce final bronze of Commissioned Pieces.

Edition: Number of available additional castings of exact Commissioned Pieces that may be
reproduced, as detennined by Artist. Artist maintains full and complete legal copyright to all Sculptures
created under this Agreement by Artist and additional castings may only be obtained through Artist.

I. ENGAGE.MENT, DUTIES:

Artist shall perform the services described as follows (Services"):

a. Artist, during the Term shall provide commissioned art services on behalf of Customer, by
the production of Commissioned Pieces.
