REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to award a Lead Service Line Inventory

Grant to the Town of Peterborough, NH (Vendor Code #177459 B003) in the amount of $50,000 to
develop and implement drinking water service line inventories at the Peterborough Water Works,
effective upon Governor and Council approval through December 31, 2024. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) published regulatory revisions to the National Primary

Drinking Water Regulation (NPDWR) for lead and copper under the authority of the Safe Drinking Water

Act (SDWA). These revised requirements provide greater and more effective protection of public health

by reducing exposure to lead and copper in drinking water.

NHDES released a solicitation for Lead Service Line Inventory, Sampling Plan and Replacement Plan Grant

applications in September of 2022. A total of 30 communities were identified as potential candidates for

this grant (see Attachment A for a complete list). Funding for these grants was established from the

Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) funding. The grants are being awarded on a first come, first served

basis. The grant amounts were determined by the number of drinking water service connections within

the water system. Projects eligible to receive grant funding include in-house or outside services to create

lead service line inventories, sampling plans, and replacement plans, digitizing historic records, building

inspections, test pits/potholing, and water quality testing.

The Town of Peterborough will use the funding to conduct a complete data mining of the drinking water

system's service line records to identify lead service lines and to construct a searchable database that

will allow the City to communicate more effectively with their stakeholders. In addition, the Town of

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Peterborough will revise the sampling plans and create replacement plans to address lead service lines
within the distribution system.

In the event grant funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. The grant agreement has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form,

As used in this Agreement, the word "data" shall mean all information and things 13.

formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video recordings, pictorial
reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic representations.

computer programs, computer printouts, notes, letters, memoranda, paper, and
documents, all whether finished or unfinished.
Between the Effective Date and the Completion Date the Grantee shall grant to
the State, or any person designated by it, imrestricted access to all data'for
examination, duplication, publication, translation, sale, disposal, or for any other
purpose whatsoever.
No data shall be subjeet to copyright in the United States or any other country by
anyone other than the State.
On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first oceur.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of frmds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall
have the right to withhold payment until such funds become available, if ever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement inunediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of sueh termination.

EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.

Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Grantee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as "Events of Default"):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or
Failure to submit any report required hereunder; or
Failure to maintain, or permit access to, the records required hereunder; or
Failure to perform any of the other eovenants and conditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may take any one, or more,
or all, of the following actions:
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specifieation of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notiee; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that tlie portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise acerue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of sueh notice until sueh time as the State determines that the

Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set off against any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and
Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In the event of any early tennination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the eompletion of the Project, the Grantee shall dehver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafter
referred to as the "Termination Report") describing in detail all Projeet Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date of termination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and ineluding
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member of employee of the Grantee,
and no representative, officer or employee of the State of New Hampshire or of
the goveming body of the locality or localities in which the Project is to be
performed, who exercises any functions or responsibilities in the review or
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approval of the undertaking or carrying out of such Project, shall participate in 17.2.
any decision relating to this Agreement which affects his or her personal interest
or the interest of any corporation, partnership, or association in vhich he or she
is directly or indirectly interested, nor shall he or she have any personal or
pecuniary interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.

14. GRANTEE'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the performance of this
Agreement the Grantee, its employees, and any subcontractor or subgrantee of 18.
the Grantee are in all respects independent contractors, and are neither agents
nor employees of the State. Neither the Grantee nor any of its ofBeers,
employees, agents, members, subcontractors or subgrantees, shall have authority
to bind the State nor are they entitled to any of the benefits, workmen's
compensation or emoltunents provided by the State to its employees.

15. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACTS. The Grantee shall not assign, or 19.
otherwise transfer any interest in this Agreement without the prior written
consent of the State. None of the Project Work shall be subcontracted or
subgranted by the Grantee other than as set forth in Exhibit B without the prior
written consent of the State.

16. INDEMNIFICATION. The Grantee shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless
the State, its officers and employees, from and against any and all losses suffered
by the State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims, liabilities or
penalties asserted against the State, its ofBeers and employees, by or on behalf 21.
of any person, on accoimt of, based on, resulting from, arising out of (or which
may be claimed to arise out oQ the acts or omissions of the Grantee or
subcontractor, or subgrantee or other agent of the Grantee. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the
sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the State.

17. INSURANCE.

The policies deserihed in subparagraph 17.1 ofthis paragraph shall be the standard
form employed in the State of New Hampshire, issued by imderwriters acceptable
to the State, and authorized to do business in the State of New Hampshire. Grantee
shall fumish to the State, certificates of insurance for all renewal(s) of insurance
required under this Agreement no later than ten (10) days prior to the expiration
date of each insurance policy.
WAIVER OF BREACH. No failme by the State to enforce any provisions hereof
after any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with regard to
that Event, or any subsequent Event. No express waiver of any Event of Default
shall he deemed a waiver of any provisions hereof. No such failme of waiver
shall be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any further or other default on the part of the Grantee.
NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall be deemed to have
been duly delivered or given at the time of mailing by certified mail, postage
prepaid, in a United States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
first above given.
AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or discharged only
by an instrument in writing signed by the parties hereto and only after approval of
such amendment, waiver or discharge by the Govemor and Coimcil of the State
of New Hampshire, if required or by the signing State Agency.
CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS. This Agreement shall be
construed in aeeordance with the law of the State of New Hampshire, and is
binding upon and inures to the benefit ofthe parties and their respective successors
and assignees. The captions and contents of the "subject" blank are used only as
a matter of convenience, and are not to be considered a part of this Agreement or
to be used in determining the intend of the parties hereto.
THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to benefit any third parties
and this Agreement shall not be construed to confer any such benefit.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be executed in a number
of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, constitutes the entire
agreement and understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings relating hereto.

DWSRF LEAD SERVICE LINE - FY 2022 STATE Drinking Water SRF Grant

Federal Funds paid under this agreement are from a Grant to the State from the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency, Drinking Water State Revolving Fund Set-Asides under CFDA #66.468. All applicable
requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this Federal Grant are hereby adopted
in full force and effect to the relationship between this Department and the grantee.

FEDERAL FUNDING ACCOUNTABILITY and TRANSPARENCY ACT (FFATA). The Subrecipient shall

comply with the terms of the FFATA by providing NHDES with their Unique Entity Identifier (UEI), and
all applicable Executive Compensation Data information as required under the FFATA.
