EXPLANATION

extended active duty from October 2021 to November 2022. In accordance with the Uniformed

Hampshire's policy of support for the National Guard and Reserves, he returned to the
Department following his release from active duty and was assigned to the Civil Law Bureau's
Client Counseling Unit. Mr. Lavallee was recently designated a Senior Assistant Attorney
General. His salary will increase by $3,000 from $96,000 to $99,000. I will continue his current
assignment. His resume is attached for your review.
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RSA 21-M:3 and RSA 94:1-a provide that designation of positions, salary levels, and
salary increases for attorneys at the Department of Justice shall be determined by the Attorney
General, subject to approval of the Govemor and Council, within appropriations made to the
Department.
