REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a contract with Shea
Concrete Products, Inc. (VC#263330), Nottingham, NH in an amount up to and not to exceed
$1,299,846.50 for pre-cast concrete with the option to renew for an additional two-year period,
effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval for the period May 1, 2024, through
April 30, 2029.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall
be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services Bureau of Purchase and Property (BoPP)
issued a request for bid (RFB) 2821-24 on September 8, 2023, with responses due on October 9,
-2023. This RFB reached 149 vendors through the NIGP electronic sourcing platform with an
additional 7 directly sourced. There was 1 compliant response received from the incumbent
contractor Shea Concrete Products, Inc.

BoPP issued inquiry requests to non-responsive bidders to discover why they chose not to
participate in the bid opportunity. BoPP received 3 responses from the following vendors:
Precast of Maine, Means Pre-Cast and AJ Foss. Precast of Maine stated that they are too far
north, and they elected to not participate in the bid opportunity. Means Pre-Cast stated that they
only usually accept cemetery projects and that they are not a certified plant. AJ Foss stated that
they do not carry or supply most of the requested items and they elected to not participate in the
bid opportunity. l

This contract, upon approval, for pre-cast concrete will continue to provide statewide
access to pre-cast concrete used in construction. Pre-cast concrete helps aid in reduced on-site
labor requirements, reduced waste, and allows for. neat' working areas due to reduced clutter
which improves safety on construction sites, provides increased time efficiency and speed of
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construction, as well as the ability for easy deconstruction. All the above-mentioned help saves
time and money for construction projects.

There is a 34% cost increase associated with this requested contract. The increase is due
in part to fuel cost compared to the expiring contract (Contract #8002843) term with Shea
Concrete Products, Inc. Further increases are associated with raw material and heightened
demand for pre-cast concrete. In addition, and important to note, is that the previous contract
(Contract #8002843) with Shea Concrete Products, Inc., was for 3 years; this requested contract
will be locked in at 5-year firm fixed pricing with the State receiving price decreases effective
immediately as they become available to the general trade.

149 vendors through the NIGP electronic sourcing platform with an-additional 7 directly sourced. There was 1 compliant response received from the incumbent contractor Shea Concrete Products, Inc.

BoPP issued inquiry requests to non-responsive bidders to discover why they chose not to participate in the bid opportunity. BoPP received 3 responses from the following vendors: Precast of Maine, Means Pre-
Cast and AJ Foss. Precast of Maine stated that they-are too far north, and they elected to not participate in the bid opportunity. Means Pre-Cast stated that they only usually accept cemetery projects and that they
are not a certified plant.

Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
(“State™), engages contractor identified in block 1.3 (“Contractor”)
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and more particularly described in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incotporated herein by reference
(“Services™).

The Comtractor, along with its agents and
affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute any additional documents and
take such further actions as may be reasonably required to carry out the provisions
of this Agreement and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.,

25, SEVERABILITY. In the cvent any of the provisions of this Agreement arc
held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be contrary to any state or federul law,
the remaining provisions of this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.
