Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Agriculture, Markets and Food, Division of
Agricultural Development (DAMF) to enter into a Sole Source agreement with Counseling
Associates of New London, PLLC (VC # 165464), New London, NH in the amount of $70,000
for specialized mental health services for the farming community effective upon Governor and
Council approval through September 30, 2024. 100% General Fund

EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Department of Agriculture, Markets, and Food, Division of Agricultural
Development wishes to enter into a Sole Source contract with Counseling Associates of New
London, PLLC to provide specialized mental health services for the farming community.
Because of their experience providing the necessary services through the FRSAN program and
their ability to partner with other service providers, Counseling Associates is uniquely qualified
to achieve the impact this program intends to deliver.

After the conclusion of the federally funded State of New Hampshire Farm and Ranch Stress
Assistance Network (FRSAN) program, addressing primary root causes of farmer stress, mental
health issues, and suicide, the need for continued work in this area was identified. During the
budget process, general funds were appropriated to continue this work through DAMF.

With increasing challenges to all sectors of agriculture in New Hampshire, there is a critical need
for DAMEF to support NH farmers in all aspects of their operation, including mental health.

Exhibit B.— Scope of Work

The.contractor will provide specialized mental health services for the farming community in support of
the New Hampshire Department of Agriculture, Markets & Food (DAME) Farmer Mental Health Support
Program. They will offer individual therapy, couples therapy, and family therapy options.

Contracted services will be prieritized for farm ownérs who materially participate in their business and
have operated their business for at least one-season. Other farm employees will be considered as
funding allows. Contractor will verify eligibility-duringits on-boarding process.as described in Scope of
Work.

Contractor will provide services equivalent to upto 10 sessions at-$120 per session, totaling $1,200 in
services per farmer: If the farmer has insurance and opts to use it, the farmer can eléct to use the
$1,200 to cover co-pay and costs not covered under their insurance.

Coﬁtra‘c‘tor will provide verification that all services provided are for»éligiblfe_ farm owners-(or farm

employees as funding allows) through signed declarations accompanying monthly invoices to comply
with relevant medical privacy provisions.

Exhibit C.— Payment Terms

Contractor services provided shall not exceed $70,000.00. Contractor invoices for services referenced in
Exhibit B and Scape of Work will be'billed monthly to DAMF with payment due 30 days after the ifwvoice
is received.

Invoices will include number of visits per farmer and signed declaration that client is.eligible farmer -as
well as administrative costs as described in Exhibit B and Scope of Work
