NHES is requesting approval of the attached contract for door/entry point support, maintenance,
repair, and replacement services. NHES provides unemployment compensation and
reemployment services to the public at twelve (12) NHWorks jobs centers conveniently located
throughout New Hampshire. The majority of these offices are owned by the Department with a
few leased locations. However, in all these locations the Department is responsible for the
security of the building, including the entry points to the offices. The entrances of these offices
utilize a wide assortment of different types of mechanical systems to secure the spaces. This
contract provides for evaluation, support, maintenance, repair, and replacement services for these
systems. Following an initial evaluation and repair, the contract further provides for semi-annual
inspections and on-call support for the three-year term.
