REOUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Public Utilities Commission (PUC) to enter into a contract with Alvarez and Associates, LLC
(DBA Wired Group) of Littleton, CO, (Vendor # 276985) in an amount not to exceed $109,200 for financial
consultant services related to dockets DE 23-039 and DG 23-067 to included but not limited to capital
investment analysis and operations and maintenance (O&M) expense analysis, effective upon Governor and
Executive Council approval through December 20, 2026 with the option to renew for an additional term of 2 years (as
determined) with Governor and Executive Council approval. 100% Other Funds (Utilities Assessment).

Funds are available in the following account for State Fiscal Year (SFY) 2024, and 2025 and anticipated to be
available inf SFY 2026 and 2027 upon the continued appropriation of funds in the future operating budget with
the authority to adjust encumbrances between fiscal years within the price limitation through the Budget Office,
if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

The PUC respectfully requests approval of a contract in an amount not to exceed $109,200 with Alvarez and
Associates, LLC, to secure the services of an outside contractor with experience in financial consulting. The
contractor will review and analyze DE 23-039 and DG 23-067 docket information available on
https://www.puc.nh.gov/ in the virtual file room and when requested will provide the commission with works outlined
in section 2 of RFP #2023-002 by conducting the following works and specific tasks outlined below.

e Capital Investment analysis.
e O&M expense analysis.
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A comprehensive comparison assessment examining physical infrastructure assets.

Analyzing assets conditions, whether other engineering/operations criteria militating in favor of asset
replacement.

Cost analysis.

Cost-control analysis.

Asset-Based valuation analysis.

O&M recurrent expense schedule analysis.

Ancillary loading factor analysis.

Provide side-by-side comparisons between the last electric or gas test year O&M expenditures, and the
current test year values. If new categories of O&M have appeared in utilities schedules since the last test
year, justifications should be elicited by Alvarez and Associates, LLC from utilities by data requests and or
specifications provided by the PUC.

The PUC issued RFP #2023-002 on October 16, 2023. The RFP was posted on the PUC website and the
Department of Administrative Services Procurement and Support Services statewide bids and proposals
webpage. The RFP closed on November 3, 2023, with only one proposal received. The evaluation team
determined that it was a responsive proposal by a qualified vendor.

Should the Governor and Council not approve this contract, the PUC will be limited in assessing the prudency of
capital investments and recurring O&M expenses incurred by gas and electric utilities.

In the event that utility assessment funds are no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
contract.

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EVALUATION REPORT SUMMARY

A staff-level RFP 2023-002 Financial Consultant Evaluation Committee was established to review
compliance of the bids, received from vendors, against the minimum requirements as set forth in Section
II of the Financial Consultant Request for Proposals guidelines document. During the evaluation period,
the Contracting officer and Commissioners were excluded from the scoring and evaluation process.

Members of the Evaluation Committee: Rizwana Alamgir-Arif (Senior Advisor), Sarah Fuller (Senior
‘Advisor), Al-Azad Igbal (Senior Advisor), Alexander Speidel (Senior Advisor), Eric Wind (Senior
Advisor).

Scoring of the Proposal

The evaluation Committee reviewed the proposal under the guidelines outlined in Section IV of the
RFP. Following an initial evaluation of the proposal, the evaluation team reached out to the candidate to
arrange an interview. The candidate was thoroughly interviewed, and writing samples as well as
references were requested and checked. Upon completion of this stage, each evaluation committee
member submitted a score for the vendor.

The evaluators used Scoring Criteria identified in the RFP and weighted as follows: Employee and
Subcontractor Qualifications (maximum of 25 points), Proposed Scope of Work (maximum of 20
points), Experience (maximum of 25 points), Responsiveness to RFP (maximum of 10 points), and Cost
of Consulting Services (maximum of 20 points). The average of the final scores (out of 100) received
from each evaluator for the vendor were used to determine the final score. Based on this process,
Alvarez and Associates, LLC received a final score of 89.2 and is the successful vendor in this process.
