EXPLANATION

The Wildlife Restoration Program, administered by the USFWS, provides grant funds to state fish and
wiidlife agencies in support of projects to restore, conserve, manage and enhance wild birds, mammals, and
their habitat. This program was first authorized by the Wiidiife Restoration Act (Pittman-Robertson PR) of 1937.
The NHFGD was awarded a grant from the USFWS in August 2023 to conduct research on fishers, a furbearing
species that that has fluctuated between periods of decline and stabiiity over the past 30 years. For FY24, an
additionai $879,122 in grant funding has been secured from the USFWS to the NHFGD. Federai funds wiil
support a Cooperative Project Agreement with the University of New Hampshire (UNH) to measure survival,
cause-specific mortaiity, and heaith of fishers in New Hampshire. This information wiii inform fisher
management to ensure that this furbearer species is maintained at a healthy and sustainable level consistent
with both public expectation and the Department's mission.

Specific changes to ciass codes are as foiiows:

•  Ciass 304: Addition of $878,242 to support research and management via a Cooperative Project
Agreement with UNH to measure survivai, cause-specific mortaiity and heaith of fishers in New
Hampshire.

•  Ciass 041: Addition of $880 to cover the audit fund set aside mandatory fee.

No additional NHFGD funds are required, the required match (25%) for this award wiii be provided by
UNH as cost-share. General Funds are not requested to support this project.

1. Project Description

The Service hereby incoipoiates the recipient's application submitted to and approved hy the Service into these award tenns and
conditions.

BUDGET AND PROGRAM REVISIONS

1. WSFR Budget and Program Revisions

The
Recipient is prohibited firom charging indirect costs to this award until the Recipient provides a copy of their approved negotiated
indirect cost rate agreement to the Service Project Officer identified on this notice of award. The Recipient must submit their
indirect cost rate proposal to their cognizant agency for indirect costs within 90 calendar days past the award period of
performance start date. In the event the recipient does not establish an approved rate by the award period of performance end
date, the recipient must contact the Service Project Officer identified on this notice of award to discuss the situation and determine
what budget revisions may be required. If the recipient submitted their rate agreement in a timely manner but the cognizant
agency delayed processing it, the recipient should provide relevant details to the Service Project Officer.
