REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of the Arts, to Retroactively host a
conference on Friday, October 27, 2023 and Saturday, October 28, 2023 at Sanborn Mills Farm, Loudon, NH
entitled: "Woven: Gathering at the Intersections " for a total not to exceed $29,000, effective upon Governor and
Council approval. 100% Federal Funds.

2. Contingent upon approval of Requested Action #1, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural
Resources, Division of the Arts, to award a Retroactive Partnership Grant to Arts Alive! Inc. (VC# 268783)
Keene, NH in the amount of $29,000 to be the fiscal agent for the FY2024 Arts Partnership Conference at
Sanborn Mills Farm, Loudon, effective upon Governor and Council approval retroactive to July 10, 2023 through
June 30, 2024. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

Requested Action #1 is retroactive because it was brought to our attention during internal review of the grant that
per DAS MOP 150, Governor and Council approval to host the event is required. This conference is a biennial
event and moving forward we now understand the proper process. Requested Action #2 to enter into an agreement
with Arts Alive! is retroactive because not all required documentation was received from the vendor timely, and
it was necessary to begin work prior to the conference.

At their regular meeting on July 10, 2023, the NH State Arts Councilors unanimously voted to accept the
recommendations for the Partnership Initiative of Arts Alive! with the NH State Council on the Arts to support the
26"' Arts Partnership Conference, Woven: Gathering at the Intersections to be held at Sanborn Mills Farm,
Loudon, NH. The conference is devoted to the continuing professional development of educators and artists. This
year, workshops will highlight New Hampshire artists and projects happening in communities across the state and
will engage a cross sector audience that reflects all of our program areas - individual artists. Arts in Health,
Traditional and Heritage Arts, Creative Communities, and Arts Education.

Pursuant to State of New Hampshire requirements, a Request for Proposal for a fiscal agent was posted on the NH
State Council on the Arts website and issued to non-profit arts organizations on June 1, 2023 with a deadline for
submission on Friday, June 30, 2023. Arts Alive! was the only proposal received.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approved the grant agreement as to form, substance, and
execution.

Scope of Project: The Arts Partnership Conference will be on October 27 and 28 at
Sanborn Mills Farm in Loudon, NH. The event will incorporate plenary sessions for all
attendees and between 15-20 concurrent workshops. The conference expects to attract
approximately 100 attendees from the fields of arts education, arts in health, creative
communities, traditional and heritage arts, and nonprofit management.

•  Serve as the fiscal agent for the Arts Partnership Conference which will entail:

o administering partnership grant funds approved by the NHSCA Councilors
and Governor & Executive Council to support the conference by providing
accounting support for fiscal transactions related to the conference with
direction from the NHSCA Arts Education (AE) Coordinator.
