REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a sole source contract with
Energy Management Consultants Inc., (vc# 364361) Portland, ME for a total of $207,669.46 to provide
turnkey energy saving lighting improvement services at the Veterans Home in Tilton. The term of the
contract shall begin on February 1, 2024, or upon approval of the Governor and Executive Council
whichever is later, through October 31, 2024. 72% Revolving Funds and 28% Capital.

Funding is available in accounts titled Department of Administrative Services as follows
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriations with the authority to adjust encumbrances
in each of the State fiscal years through the Budget Office in needed and justified:

The Veterans Home qualifies for an energy incentive program from Eversource for the small
business sector called NHSAVES. NHSAVES provides a "direct install" program that includes an
Energy Service Company (ESCO) to provide turnkey lighting system improvements. The ESCO provides
the entire service including a lighting system audit, engineering, design, cost analysis, procurement of
materials, all labor and supervision to retrofit existing and install new lighting systems, and the proper

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disposable of the old lighting materials. Eversource solicits proposals and selects ESCOs to oversee the
direct install program. This contract is sole source because Energy Management Consultants Inc., was
selected by Eversource after a competitive solicitation as the ESCO to oversee the direct install program
for the northern part of New Hampshire including the Veterans Home in Tilton, NH.

In accordance with RSA 21-1:19-f, the State of New Hampshire established a non lapsing state
energy investment fund that is managed by the Department of Administrative Services, Division of Plant
and Property Management "to be used exclusively to fund energy efficiency or renewable energy projects
and energy efficient or renewable energy contracts."

In accordance with RSA 21-1:11,1, 12, c, 7, the Division of Plant and Property Management is
responsible to supervise the departments activities and functions relating to energy management. Through
the State Energy Manager's Office, the Division of Plant and Property Management assists state agencies
to track energy usage and reduce energy. DAS is requesting authority to enter into this contract with
Energy Management Consultants Inc., in order complete the lighting system energy saving improvements
at the Veterans Home by taking advantage of the Eversource's NHSAVES direct install program.

The total cost to complete these lighting system improvements is $505,154.00. Energy
Management Consultants Inc., will collect $297,484.54 of energy saving incentives directly from
Eversource and DAS will pay Energy Management Consultants Inc., a not to exceed amount of
$207,669.46 DAS is proposing to utilize $150,000 from the State Efficiency Investment Fund and
$57,669.46 from the FY 21 Capital Budget appropriation for Statewide Energy Efficiency Improvements
to complete this energy saving project at the Veterans Home. The Veterans Home is expected to save
approximately 618,448 kWh per year in energy usage. In FY 2023, the Veterans Home paid an average
cost of $0.22 per kWh for delivered electricity. At that rate, the Veterans Home will save approximately
$136,058 per year in energy costs with a simple pay back of approximately 1.5 years.

DAS does not have the resources or funding to undertake this type of project on their own. By
taking advantage of this direct install program through Eversource's NHSAVES, the State can reduce the
cost of the project by 58% and obtain energy savings in a very cost-effective method. 1 respectfully
request approval of this contract.

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2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The State of New

Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
("State"), engages contractor identified in block 1.3 ("Contractor")
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and more particularly described in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated herein by reference
("Services").

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive Council

approve this Agreement, unless no such approval is required, in
which case the Agreement shall become effective on the date the
Agreement is signed by the State Agency as shown in block 1.13
("Effective Date").
3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the Effective
Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to the
Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the Contractor,
and in the event that this Agreement does not become effective, the
State shall have no liability to the Contractor, including without
limitation, any obligation to pay the Contractor for any costs
incurred or Services performed.
3.3 Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
all obligations of the State hereunder, including, without limitation,
the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds. In no event shall
the State be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such
available appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or
termination of appropriated funds by any state or federal legislative
or executive action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies
the appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in part,
the State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination. The
State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other account
or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the event funds

5.4 The State's liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages not to exceed the total fees paid. The Contractor
agrees that it has an adequate remedy at law for any breach of this
Agreement by the State and hereby waives any right to specific
performance or other equitable remedies against the State.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS AND

REGULATIONS/EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws and the Governor's order on Respect
and Civility in the Workplace, Executive order 2020-01. In
addition, if this Agreement is funded in any part by monies of the
United States, the Contractor shall comply with all federal
executive orders, rules, regulations and statutes, and with any rules,
regulations and guidelines as the State or the United States issue to
implement these regulations. The Contractor shall also comply
with all applicable intellectual property laws.
6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contraetor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicants for employment
because of age, sex, sexual orientation, race, color, marital status,
physical or mental disability, religious creed, national origin,
gender identity, or gender expression, and will take affirmative
action to prevent such discrimination, unless exempt by state or
federal law. The Contractor shall ensure any subcontractors
comply with these nondiscrimination requirements.
6.3 No payments or transfers of value by Contractor or its
representatives in connection with this Agreement have or shall be
made which have the purpose or effect of public or commercial
bribery, or acceptance of or acquiescence in extortion, kickbacks,
or other unlawful or improper means of obtaining business.
6.4. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access to any of the Contractor's books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with this Agreement and
all rules, regulations and orders pertaining to the covenants, terms
and conditions of this Agreement.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/ PAYMENT.

5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
are identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is incorporated herein by reference.
5.2 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8. The
payment by the State of the contract price shall be the only and the
complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all expenses, of
whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the performance

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that all
personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to perform the
Services, and shall be properly licensed and otherwise authorized
to do so under all applicable laws.
7.2 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or any
successor, shall be the State's point of contact pertaining to this
Agreement.
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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder ("Event
of Default"):
8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on schedule;
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor notice of termination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price which
would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the period from
the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that

the Contractor has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid
to the Contractor;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may owe
to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of any
Event of Default; and/or

8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the Agreement
and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or both.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or in

part, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor
that the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State's discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after the date of
termination, a report ("Termination Report") describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition, at the State's
discretion, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (15) calendar days

of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the State a
transition plan for Services under the Agreement.

10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "Property" shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether finished or
unfinished.

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
for any reason.
10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be

govemed by N.H. RSA chapter 91-A and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects an
independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an employee of
the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its officers, employees,
agents or members shall have authority to bind the State or receive
any benefits, workers' compensation or other emoluments
provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 Contractor shall provide the State written notice at least fifteen
(15) calendar days before any proposed assignment, delegation, or
other transfer of any interest in this Agreement. No such
assignment, delegation, or other transfer shall be effective without
the written consent of the State.

12.2 For purposes of paragraph 12, a Change of Control shall
constitute assignment. "Change of Control" means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in

which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the direct
or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the voting
shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting power of the
Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all of the assets of
the Contractor.

12.3 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the Contractor
without prior written notice and consent of the State.
12.4 The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and
assignment agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions
contained in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it
is not a party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the State, its officers, and employees
from and against all actions, claims, damages, demands,
judgments, fmes, liabilities, losses, and other expenses, including,
without limitation, reasonable attorneys' fees, arising out of or
relating to this Agreement directly or indirectly arising from death,
personal injury, property damage, intellectual property
infringement, or other claims asserted against the State, its officers,
or employees caused by the acts or omissions of negligence,
reckless or willful misconduct, or fraud by the Contractor, its
employees, agents, or subcontractors. The State shall not be liable
for any costs incurred by the Contractor arising under this
paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the State's

sovereign immunity, which immunity is hereby reserved to the
State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall survive the termination
of this Agreement.
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14. INSURANCE.

14.1 The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, obtain and
continuously maintain in force, and shall require any subcontractor
or assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the following
insurance:

14.1.1 commercial general liability insurance against all claims of
bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not less than
$1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate or excess;
and

14.1.2 special cause of loss coverage form covering all Property
subject to subparagraph 10.2 herein, in an amount not less than
80% of the whole replacement value of the Property.
14.2 The policies described in subparagraph 14.1 herein shall be on
policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the State of
New Hampshire by the N.H. Department of Insurance, and issued
by insurers licensed in the State of New Hampshire.
14.3 The Contractor shall furnish to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or any successor, a certificate(s) of
insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement. At the
request of the Contracting Officer, or any successor, the Contractor
shall provide certificate(s) of insurance for all renewal(s) of
insurance required under this Agreement. The certificate(s) of
insurance and any renewals thereof shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be govemed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between

the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thereto,

the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

15. WORKERS' COMPENSATION.

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifies and
warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt from,
the requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A ("Workers'
Compensation ").
15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements of
N.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall maintain, and require
any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain, payment of
Workers' Compensation in connection with activities which the
person proposes to undertake pursuant to this Agreement. The
Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer identified in block
1.9, or any successor, proof of Workers' Compensation in the
manner described in N.H. RSA chapter 281-A and any applicable
renewal(s) thereof, which shall be attached and are incorporated
herein by reference. The State shall not be responsible for payment

of any Workers' Compensation premiums or for any other claim or
benefit for Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of
Contractor, which might arise under applicable State of New
Hampshire Workers' Compensation laws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute any
additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. A State's failure to enforce its rights
with respect to any single or continuing breach of this Agreement
shall not act as a waiver of the right of the State to later enforce any
such rights or to enforce any other or any subsequent breach.

25. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
hereof.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

1. The Contractor shall provide energy saving "Lighting Improvement Services" at the New
Hampshire Veterans Home located at 139 Street, Tilton, New Hampshire. The term
"Lighting Improvement Services" shall include providing all supervision, engineering,
auditing, design, labor, materials, transportation, tools, and equipment necessary to
satisfactorily complete the lighting system improvements as described herein.

2. The Contractor shall provide "Lighting Improvement Services" as stated in the lighting
improvement summary attached as Appendix-1 and as further detailed in the individual room
lighting audit summary attached hereto by reference including but not limited to the following
services:

a) Retrofit existing lighting fixtures and controls to make the lighting systems more energy
efficient.

b) Replace existing light fixtures with new energy efficient light fixtures.

3. The term of this contract shall begin on February 1,2024, or upon approval of the Governor
and Executive Council whichever is later, through October 31, 2024.

4. The Contractor shall furnish the State with a payment and performance bond in the amount
equal to 100% of the Contract Price as required by RSA 447. The payment and performance
bond shall be in place for the duration of the project which will conclude at final project
acceptance by the State. The Contractor shall bear the full expense of the payment and
performance bond. The payment and performance bond shall be issued by a licensed insurance
company authorized to do business in the State of New Hampshire and made payable to the
State of New Hampshire. The payment and performance bond shall contain the dates of
performance.

The payment and performance bond shall comply with RSA 447:16 and be exeeuted by the
Contraetor and their surety or sureties, guaranteeing completion of this Contract.

The State reserves the right to review the payment and performance bond and to require the
Contractor to substitute a more acceptable payment and performance bond in such form(s) as
the State deems necessary prior to acceptance of the payment and performanee bond.

The Contractor or any of its sureties shall not be released from their obligations under the
payment and performance bond from any change or extension of time or termination of this
Contract.
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5. Prior to the start of performing any Lighting Improvement Services, the Contractor shall
submit a properly completed NH Division of State Police Criminal Record Release
Authorization Form and $25 fee per criminal record form to the NH Veterans Home, for all
Contractor's employees, subcontractor's employees and other related personnel who will be
physically required to work at the NH Veterans Home. The State will not provide copies of
criminal records.

6. Within 15 days of approval of the contract by NH Governor and Executive Council, the
Contractor shall begin work. The Contractor shall not commence work until a pre-construction
conference is held on site with representatives from the NH Veterans Home, the Contractor,
the Contractor's Project Manager, the State Contracting Officer, and the State Project
Manager. The Contractor shall provide a preliminary schedule and schedule of values at the
pre-construction meeting.

7. Pursuant to RSA 21 -1:80 and RSA 228:4-b, prior to any work being done by an individual
contractor, such contractor, including all subcontractors and independent contractors, shall
provide a work certificate for contractors before beginning their work.

8. Subcontraetors shall not be allowed to perform any work until their work certifieates have been
submitted to the Contracting Officer via the Contractor.

9. The Contractor shall maintain a log of all submitted sub eontractor work eertificates on-site.
The log shall identify all subcontractors and the status of the work certificate submissions. An
up-dated log shall be submitted with each request for payment.

10. The Contractor shall keep a eopy of all work eertificates on the job site, either in eleetronic or
hardcopy form.

11. Pursuant to RSA 21-1:81-a, the Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Officer a list of the
names and addresses of the CEO, CEO, and LLC principals, and each subcontractor to be used
in the performance of this Contract. This list shall be provided at the preeonstruetion meeting.
The name and address of each subcontractor shall be provided on the subcontractor/employee
Master List (below).

12. The Contractor shall maintain a subcontractor/employee master list (Master List) of all
personnel performing work on the job site, including the Contraetor's employees, all
subcontractors and subcontractor employees, and all independent contractors. Pursuant to
RSA 21-l:81-b, the Master List shall identify which entity has hired each subcontractor and
independent contractor and which entity is providing workers compensation eoverage for the
on-site personnel. The Master List shall also confirm that each employee has an OSHA-10
certifieation as required per RSA 277:5-a.
Subeontraetors and independent contractors will not be allowed to perform any work until they
have ben eorrectly identified on the Master List. A sample Master List document, ereated in
Microsoft Word, can be obtained at http://das.nh.gov/public works/pwdocuments.asp . The
initial Master List submission shall be at the preeonstruetion meeting.
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13. The Master List shall be posted on the jobsite and updated as needed to reflect any new
subcontractors and independent contractors. The Master List shall be reviewed at each
progress meeting. On a monthly basis, the Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Officer a
pdf or Microsoft Work file of the Master List, showing all current subcontracts.

14. The Contractor shall maintain a daily log-in sheet of all personnel performing work on the
jobsite. Personnel shall list their name, name of employer, or identify themselves as
independent contractors. No contractor, subcontractor or independent contractor performing
work on the job site shall be allowed on site without first signing the daily log-in sheet.

15. The Contractor shall verify the personnel listed on the daily log-in sheet are also listed on the
Master List. If personnel are not listed on the Master List, they shall not be allowed on site
until their employer has certified, in writing, that the employee is covered under Workers
Compensation coverage for the appropriate work classification noted on the work certificate.

16. The Contractor shall post six (6) mandatory labor posters in a conspicuous, weather-tight place
at the jobsite: Protective Legislation Law; Criteria to Establish an Employee or Independent
Contractor; NH Minimum Wage Laws; and Whistleblowers Protection Act; Workers Right to
Know; Equal Pay Law. These posters can be found at the NH Dept. of Labor website
http://www.labor.state.nh.us/mandatorv postersw.asp.

17. The Contractor shall maintain, on the jobsite, copies of OSHA-10 certificates for all personnel
listed on the Master List and required per RSA 277:5-a to have OSHA-10 certificates.

18. The Contractor shall assign a Project Manager to supervise the Lighting Improvement
Services. The Contractor's Project Manager shall be competent in the English language and
thoroughly experienced in the type of work being performed. The Contractor's Project
Manager shall be responsible for verifying that all materials, installation, coordination, and
workmanship are in conformance the Contract. The Contractor's Project Manager shall be
readily available to answer any project related questions or concerns. The Contractor's Project
Manager or their designee shall provide daily work schedules to the State Project Manager.

19. The Contractor shall conduct weekly meetings or biweekly meetings to review the progress
of the work and provide 2-week look ahead schedules for the project. The Contractor shall
prepare an agenda and preside at the meetings. The Contractor shall record minutes and
distribute copies within five days after meetings to participants.

20. All work shall be scheduled with the State Project Manager. The Contractor's typical working
hours will be from 7:00 AM to 3:30 PM, Monday through Friday. Occasions may arise that
may require work to be performed before or after these hours, on weekends, or holidays. Any
changes in work schedule shall be approved in advance by the State Project Manager. The
State requires a minimum of 10 days advance knowledge of work schedules to provide access
to the respective areas.

21. The Contractor shall control entrance of persons and vehicles that are related to the Lighting
Improvement Services. The Contractor shall allow entrance only to authorized persons with
proper identification. The Contractor shall maintain a daily log of workers on the site.
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22. The Contractor shall provide an emergency response number that shall be monitored on a 24
X 7 X 365 basis for emergency situations during the construction phase of the project. The
Contractor must respond to emergency calls within one hour with the Contractor physically
responding to site within two hours of receipt of the eall. Non-Emergeney calls must be
returned within one business hour, 8 AM to 5 PM weekdays with the Contractor physically
responding to the site within one business day.

23. The Contractor shall obtain and wear identification badges for all their employees, sub
contractors and or independent contractors that have been approved by the State Project
Manager to work in the NH Veterans Home. The Contractor shall wear uniforms and or
apparel that elearly identifies them.

24. All the Contractor's employees or sub contractors performing Lighting Improvement Services
must be properly licensed by the State of New Hampshire Electrician's Board. Proof of
electrical licenses shall be made available upon request of the Contractor's employees and or
sub contractor's that are preforming the work.

25. If sub-contractors are to be utilized, please include information regarding the proposed sub
contraetors including the name of the company, their address, contact person and three
references from clients that the sub contraetor is currently or recently provided similar
services. The State must approve any sub-contractor before being allowed to perform any
work.

26. All Lighting Improvement Services shall comply with current NH building and or electrical
code in effect at the time of the work.

27. The Contractor is required to obtain an electrical permit with the State of New Hampshire
State Fire Marshal as required based on the provisions of the current NH State Building Code
and applicable amendments. For further information:
https://www.nh.gov/safetv/divisions/firesafetv/building/state-building-permit-svstem.html

28. The Contractor shall provide information as required to the State Fire Marshal's Office and
obtain any required permits, schedule inspections, and be on site during inspections.

29. Minimum lighting levels shall be in accordance with applicable Illumination Engineering
Society (lES) standards for the type of space and activity as of the time of the lighting
improvement installation. Lighting Improvement Services shall not be based on existing
light levels that may be below or above lES standards.

30. The Contractor shall give all notices and comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, rules,
regulations, and lawful orders of any public authority bearing on the performance of the work
or safety of persons or property or their protection from damage, injury, or loss.
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31. The Contractor shall initiate, maintain, and supervise all safety precautions and programs in
connection with the work. The Contractor shall utilize lock out tag out services on electrical
systems in support of their Lighting Improvement Services. The person responsible for
applying their lock or tag to isolate the circuit(s) shall have their name, company, and contact
number attached to the lock or written on the tag. The Contractor shall coordinate with the
State Project Manager or designee, before energizing or de-energizing any circuits.

32. The Contractor shall take all reasonable precautions for the safety of, and shall provide all
reasonable protection to prevent damage, injury, or loss to:

a) all employees of the work and all other persons who may be affected thereby.
b) all the work and all materials and equipment to be incorporated therein under the care;
custody or control of the Contractor or any of their subcontractor(s); and
c) other property at the site or adjacent thereto, including trees, shrubs, lawns, walks,
pavement, roadway structures and utilities not designated for removal, relocation, or
replacement in the course of the Lighting Improvement Services.

33. The Contractor shall erect and maintain; as required by existing conditions and progress of
the work, all reasonable safeguards for safety and protection, including posting danger signs
and other warnings against hazards and promulgating safety regulations.

34. The Contractor shall provide and maintain as required, any traffic control measures to ensure
safety to employees, clients, and the public.

35. The Contractor shall be aware of laws and regulations relating to hazardous materials that
may be encountered during Lighting Improvement Services. The health and safety of
employees, the public, and the potential of damage to the overall environment is possible if
hazardous materials are not recognized, reported, and the appropriate action taken to dispose
of, remove from the site, or otherwise contain the possible contaminants.

36. If any abnormal condition is encountered or exposed that indicates the presence of a
hazardous material or toxic waste, construction operations shall be immediately suspended in
the project area and the State Project Manager notified. No further work shall be conducted
in the area of the contaminated material until the site has been investigated and the State has
given approval to continue the work in the area. The Contractor shall fully cooperate with
the State and perform any remedial work as directed. Work shall continue in other areas of
the project unless otherwise directed.

37. The Contractor shall notify the State Project Manager of any maintenance related issues that
are discovered while performing services.

38. The Contractor shall provide adequate supervision of their employees to ensure complete and
satisfactory performance of all work in accordance with the terms of the contract.
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39. The NH Veterans Home will be occupied while the Lighting Improvement Services are
underway. The Contractor shall perform all work with extreme care to avoid harm to the
residents, staff, visitors and damage to existing construction and installations. The Contractor
shall make all commercially reasonable provisions as to the scheduling of work and storage
of materials to minimize interferences to the extent practicable and, to the extent practical,
shall confine its operations, materials, and equipment within the immediate vicinity of the
work. The Contractor shall prearrange all disruptive and/or noise producing construction
activities with the State Project Manager so as not to unreasonably interfere with ongoing
activities within the NH Veterans Home. The work shall be coordinated and planned in a
manner which will permit normal operation of the NH Veterans Home with as minimal as
practicable interruptions and/or inconvenience.

40. The Contractor shall ensure that all materials shall be of the best quality, all work is completed
in a professional manner, and all aspects of the project are delivered in good working order,
complete and perfect in every respect. All materials shall be new unless otherwise specified
and all Lighting Improvement Services shall be good quality free from faults and defects.

41. The Contractor shall keep the premises free from accumulation of waste materials or rubbish at
all times. The Contractor shall properly dispose of all waste (hazardous and nonhazardous)
generated by this project with certificates of recycling provided. At the completion of the
project, the Contractor shall remove all their waste materials and rubbish from and about the
project as well as all their tools, construction equipment, machinery, storage containers, waste
and recycling containers, and surplus materials.

42. The Contractor shall supervise and direct the work, using their best skill and attention. The
Contractor shall be solely responsible for all construction means, methods, techniques,
sequences, procedures and for coordinating all portions of the work. All aspects of the project
shall be subject to the inspection and approval of the State. The Contractor guarantees to
repair, replace, re-execute, or otherwise correct any defect in workmanship, materials, of the
like that fails to conform to the requirements of the State, or that appear during the progress of
the work.

43. The Contractor shall provide a warranty on all materials and labor for a period of one year
beginning on the date of project acceptance. In addition to the initial one-year materials and
labor warranty, any new lighting system materials shall be warrantied by the manufacturers as
follows:

Ballasts/Drivers - 3 to 5 Years from Project Acceptance
LED Light Fixtures - 5 to 10 Years from Project Acceptance
Lighting Controls - 5 Years from Project Acceptance

The Contractor shall supply the State with all warranty information for each individual item whether
expressed or implied. The warranty information shall be included in the operations and maintenance
manuals.

44. The Contractor is responsible to the State for the acts and omissions of their employees,
subcontractors and their agents and employees and other persons performing any of the work
under this contract.
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45. All work shall be performed in such a manner as not to interfere with the NH Veterans Home
Operations. The Contractor and their employees and or subcontractors shall familiarize
themselves and comply with all rules and regulations applicable to the NH Veterans Home.

46. The work staff shall consist of qualified persons completely familiar with the products and
equipment they use. The Contracting Officer may require the Contractor to dismiss from the
work such employees as deems incompetent, careless, insubordinate, or otherwise
objectionable, or whose continued employment on this project is deemed to be contrary to the
public interest or inconsistent with the best interest of security and the State.

47. The Contractor or their personnel shall not represent themselves as employees or agents of the
State. While on State property, employees shall be subject to the control of the State, but under
no circumstances shall such persons be deemed to be employees of the State.

48. The Contractor's personnel or sub contractors shall be allowed only in areas where services are
being performed. The use of State telephones is prohibited. No smoking in the NH Veterans
Home by the Contractor's personnel or subcontractors shall be permitted.

49. The Contractor shall adequately secure and protect their own tools, equipment, materials, and
supplies. The State assumes no liability for any damage, theft, or negligent injury to the
Contractor's property or to the property of their employees, agents, or approved
subcontractors.

50. The Contractor agrees that any damage or injury to buildings, materials, and equipment or to
other property by the Contractor during the performance of these Lighting Improvement
Services shall be repaired at their own expense. The State will require correction of any
detective work and the repair of any damages to any part of a building, or its appurtenances
caused by the Contractor, or subcontractor or their equipment, or supplies. The Contractor
shall correct, repair, or replace all defective work, as needed, to complete said work in
satisfactory condition, and damage so caused in order to restore the building and its
appurtenances to their previous condition. Upon failure of the Contractor to proceed promptly
with the necessary corrections or repairs, the State may withhold any amount necessary to
correct all defective work or repair all damages from payments to the Contractor.

51. The Contractor shall furnish three (3) printed and one electronic copy of the operations and
maintenance manuals including a list of recommended spare parts for operation and
maintenance of the Lighting Improvement Services. The operations and maintenance manuals
shall include submittals for all lighting improvements that were installed as part of the Lighting
Improvement Services. The Contractor shall identify the warranty period for each type of
lighting material and the process for the State to obtain materials and/or labor to replace
defective lighting equipment under warranty.
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52. The Contractor shall train State personnel as required to operate and maintain the Lighting
System Improvements. The training shall be conducted at the NH Veterans Home and be
available to facilities staff on site. The Contractor shall provide all necessary documentation
and training equipment to instruct facilities staff to program the lighting systems, proper
lighting system operation, spare parts lists and maintenance manuals for all lighting equipment
and controls. The manuals shall be thoroughly reviewed with the appropriate facilities staff.
Training classes shall be available for up to 4 staff and include training materials for all staff.
The training shall be a minimum of 4 hours.

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EXHIBIT "C"

PAYMENT TERMS

1. The Contractor hereby agrees to provide energy saving "Lighting Improvement Services" at the NH
Veterans Home for a not to exceed total of $207,669.46 for the period commencing on February 1,
2024, or upon Governor and Council approval whichever is later through October 31, 2024, (herein
after referred to as the Contract Price) in return for the services described in "Exhibit B".

2. These Lighting Improvement Services will be completed by the Contractor in partnership with
Eversource. Under a separate agreement between the Contractor and Eversource, Eversource agrees to
provide energy saving incentives through the NHSaves small business efficiency direct install program
totaling approximately $297,484.54 that will go directly from Eversource to the Contractor upon the
successful completion of the Lighting Improvement Services and post inspection by Eversource.

3. The Payment by the State to the Contractor of the Contract Price shall be the only, and complete,
reimbursement to the Contractor for all expenses, of whatever nature, incurred by the Contractor in the
performance hereof, and shall be the only and the complete compensation by the State to the Contractor
for the Lighting Improvements Services. In no event, shall the total of all payments authorized, or
actually made hereunder, exceed the Contract Price of $207,669.46 as indicated in the Price Limitation
block on Section 1.8 of the P-37 contract form.

4. At the beginning of the contract term, the Contractor shall submit a printed schedule of values on an
AlA Form G703 - Continuation Sheet for G702. The Contractor's standard form or electronic media

printout will also be considered.

5. The Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer, itemized requisitions for payment supported by
such data substantiating the Contractor's request for payment as the Contracting Officer may require.

6. Immediately upon receipt of the requisition for payment, the Contractor shall post same at the
Contractor's field office or project site in a location where all subcontractors have clear access.

7. Partial payments are made for materials to be incorporated in the work, provided the materials meet the
requirements of the contract and are delivered to the project site and stored in acceptable places. The
quantity paid will not exceed the corresponding quantity estimate in the contract.

8. All material and work covered by partial payments shall thereupon become the sole property of the
State, but this provision shall not be construed as relieving the Contractor of the sole responsibility of
all materials and work upon which payment have been made of the restoration of any damaged work or
as a waiver of the right of the State to require the fulfillment of all the terms of the contract.
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9. No materials or supplies for the work shall be purchased by the Contractor or any subcontractor subject
to any chattel mortgage or under a conditional sale or other agreement by which an interest is retained
by the seller. The Contractor warrants that good title has been obtained for all materials and supplies
for which partial payment has been accepted. If any claim is made with respect to materials provided
by the Contractor, subcontractors, or independent contractors, the Contractor shall defend any such
claim and shall pay any judgment or settlement thereon.

10. The State shall make progress payments to the Contractor based upon the percentage of the Lighting
Improvement Services completed and the amount of lighting materials procured and on site completed
at the end of each time period as approved by the State as provided herein, less any amounts disputed
by the State. The Contractor shall be paid the same percentage of the Contract Price as such percentage
of completion. The Contractor will provide to the State invoices together with a list in sufficient detail
to reasonable identify construction and equipment procurement during such time period. Within thirty
(30) days and receipt of such invoice, the State shall pay the Contractor the undisputed portion of the
amount due under such invoice. If the State disputes all or any portion of such invoice, the State shall
notify the Contractor in writing of such dispute prior to the expiration of such 30-day period and shall
include a detailed explanation of the contractual basis for rejection. The Contractor may submit any
necessary information to the State addressing the basis for rejection. In the event, the State, after
reviewing such information, no longer disputes all or a portion of the invoice, such rejected amounts
may be included in the next invoice or payment. Notwithstanding the rejection of a portion of an
invoice, all undisputed amounts in such invoice shall be paid as provided herein.

11. The final payment shall not become due until the Contractor delivers a complete release of all claims
arising under and by virtue of this contract, including claims for all subcontractors and suppliers of
either materials or labor, plus a release of the Payment and Performance Bond and a statement that all
subcontractors and suppliers have been paid.

12. Application for final payment shall be accompanied by a release of the Payment and Performance
Bond. The payment shall be the amount of the contract, less previous payments.

13. The acceptance of the final payment by the Contractor shall be and shall operate as a release to the
Contractor of all claims and of all liability of the State for all things done or furnished in connection
with this work. No payment, however, final, or otherwise, shall operate to release the Contractor and its
Sureties from any obligation under the contract or the payment and performance bond. Acceptance of
the final payment shall not impact any warrantees provided by the Contractor with respect to this
project.
