REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a Retroactive
amendment to an existing contract (Contract #8002896) with Awesome Service Affordable
Pricing Landscaping & Design LLC (VC#228701), Bow, NH, for snow plowing services, to add
one location to the contract, and increase the price limitation by $42,000 from $213,731 to an
amount up to and not to exceed $255,731 effective upon approval by the Governor and
Executive Council through July 31, 2024. The original contract (Contract #8002896) was
approved by the Commissioner, Department of Administrative Services, on July 1, 2021.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall
be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

This requested contract amendment is Retroactive due to snow fall which required
service prior to amendment approval. As previously stated, the original contract (Contract
#8002896) was approved by the Commissioner, Department of Administrative Services, on July
1, 2021. It was then subsequently amended with the Department of Administrative Services
Commissioner approval on October 25, 2021, and on January 3, 2022.

The Department of Administrative Services, through the Bureau of Purchase and
Property issued request for bid (RFB) 2806-24 on August 25, 2023, with responses due on
September 13, 2023. RFB 2806-24 was issued for multiple statewide locations to provide snow
removal services. This bid reached one-hundred thirty-nine vendors through NIGP, with twelve
additional vendors sourced directly. Nineteen vendors responded; Seventeen bids were
compliant.



His Excellency, Governor Christopher T. Sununu
and the Honorable Council
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The ineumbent contractor, Katahdin Property Serviees LLC (Contraet #8002916),
provided the low-cost compliant response for the solicited location, Pembroke Edward Cross
Training Center (ECTC). However, due to staffing shortages upon review, the incumbent vendor
was unable to meet the bid requirements to adequately serviee the ECTC site. Awesome Service
Affordable Pricing Landscaping & Design LLC provided the next lowest cost compliant
response for the ECTC site. This RFB is intended to result in multi-awarded contracts.

The current contract (Contract #8002896) reflects a price limitation of $213,731 to
provide snow removal services at multiple agency locations. Awarding the Pembroke ECTC
sites from RFB 2806-24, with this requested amendment, would increase the current price
limitation by $42,000. The new requested price limitation would be $255,731.

I  Special Notes: Rl'B 2806-24 was issued by the Department of Administrative Services through the Bureau of Purchase and Property for multi-agency

snow plowing services statewide, with contract award intended to be multi-award. RPB 2806-24 was issued on August 25, 2023, and

closed September 13, 2023, at 9:00AM. One-hundred thirty-nine (139) vendors were sourced through NKiP codes, with twelve (12)

vendors being sourced directly. Nineteen (19) vendors responded with seventeen (17) vendors submitting compliant responses. The

incumbent vendor was the low-cost bid for the Pembroke IMward Cross Training Center (HC TC) site. Due to staffing shortages, the

incumbent was unable to meet the bid requirements for coverage at this site.

Vendor will be required to return during all winter events to ensure travel
lanes, parking lots, sidewalks, and all entrances and exits are cleared from
ice and snow. Vendor shall ensure that all motor pool gates are clear of
snow and ice, both inside and outside of the motor pool. Vendor will sign for
motor pool keys as required. If lock is iced over. Vendor will thaw lock with
approved deicer or deicing method. Vendor will be required to unlock and
lock motor pool gates as required. Vendor will take all necessary steps to
ensure lock does not ice back over. Vendor may be required to return after
vehicles have been moved.
