Quality Improvement Coordinator position to provide on- -boarding support to new local
agency staff, develop and implement a training curriculum, and provide ongoing Quality Improvement
activities; Organizing small enhancement pro_;ects and change orders for the WIC eligibility system
designed to enhance the WIC certification experience; and offer grant opportunities to local WIC agencies
to demgn plan and implement a-small enhancement project specific to their community and population
needs to improve the WIC experience. :
