REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of the Arts, to award a Traditional Arts
Project grant to Arts Alive, Inc. (VC#268783) Keene, NH in the amount of $4,955 to create a heritage
arts documentary initiative to highlight and promote NH artists who employ traditional methods on a professional
level effective upon Governor and Council approval through October 31, 2024. 100% General Funds.

Funds are available in account, State Arts Development, as follows:

EXPLANATION

Traditional Arts Project grants are awarded to support projects that focus on presenting and preserving traditional
arts in New Hampshire. The goals of this funding category are to deepen the appreciation for and understanding of
folklife and traditional arts, support traditional artists and cultural communities, and sustain the variety of folklife
and traditional arts so that future generations may continue to benefit from them. "Crafted", a documentary
initiative, tells the story of Heritage Crafts and the vital role they play in preservation of cultural heritage, and
sustainability of resources. Funding will be used to produce and coordinate "Craft in the Context of Cultural
Heritage" (working title), a multi-media, interactive exhibit which includes 1) Producing, filming and editing a
short documentary about Heritage Crafts and their link to our Cultural Heritage for public screening 2) An exhibit
of curated crafted items relevant to the film and 3) create a series of free in-house artist demonstrations occurring
once a week for 4 weeks, offering hands-on audience participation and encouraging community engagement with
Heritage Crafters.

At the time of evaluation, the NH State Art Councilors unanimously voted to accept the Arts Division's
Traditional Arts Project Review Panel's recommendations for the grants based on its funding priority ranking
within a competitive review. There were five applications received and four grants were awarded. The five-
member peer panel considered criteria to arrive at a consensus ranking for each application. The evaluative criteria
are quality of arts programming, public access, community support, and benefit, administrative capacity of the
organization and project outcomes. Grant categories and deadlines are advertised through the divisions' website,
social media, and electronic newsletters.

Earlier in Fiscal Year 2024, Arts Alive received a Partnership Initiative Grant to be the fiscal agent for the Arts
Conference in the amount of $29,000, a Public Value Partnership Grant in the amount of $15,000, and a
Partnership Initiative Grant in the amount of $5,100 for a total of $49,100.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approved the grant agreement as to form, substance and
execution.
