REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management
(HSEM) to enter into a grant agreement with the City of Nashua (VC# 177441 -BO 18), in the amount of $26,800.00,
for department-wide exercises, from Homeland Security Exercise and Evaluation Program (HSEEP) grant funds.
Effective upon Governor and Council approval through August 31, 2025. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

This grant award is part of the Homeland vSecurity Grant Program (HSGP) from the U.S. Department of Homeland
Security (DHS/FEMA). Its purpose is to support anti-terrorism-related exercises at the local level. The funding
received is required to be used for executing the Homeland Security Exercise and Evaluation (HSEEP) component
of the Homeland Security Grant Program. This funding is awarded to local agencies and their eligible first responder
entities that conduct anti-terrorism-linked exercises for first responders statewide.

The City of Nashua has been awarded this grant to conduct department-wide exercises with Fire and Police
Departments. The purpose of these exercises is to test their active threat procedure and warm zone EMS operations.
The exercise series will consist of 12-15 days of drills where all responders will have the opportunity to run through
various scenarios together in joint Fire/Police exercises. Nashua will also purchase disposable medical equipment
that will be used for these exercises.

Highway Funds or General Funds will not be used to support this program should Federal Funds become unavailable.

become cfTcctivc on the date the Governor and Executive

Council approve this Agreement as indicated in block 1.17,
unless no such approval is required, in which case the Agreement
shall become effective on the date the Agreement is signed by
the State Agency as shown in block 1.13 ("Effective Date").
3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the
EfTectlvc Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to
the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the
Contractor, and in the event that this Agreement does not become
effective, the State shall have no liability to the Contractor,
including without limitation, any obligation to pay the
Contractor for any costs incuircd or Services performed.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder. are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation of
funds affected by any stale or federal legislative or executive
action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies the
appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in
part. In no event shall (he Slate be liable for any payments
hereunder in excess of such available appropriated funds. In the
event of a reduction or termination of appropriated funds, the
State shall have the right to withhold payment'until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under (his Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination.
The State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other
account or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the

event funds in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/

PAYMENT.

5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA.80:7
through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.
5.4 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to
perform the Services, and shall be properly licensed and
otherwise authorized to do so under all applicable laws.
7.2 Unless otherwise authorized in writing, during the term of
this Agreement, and for a period of six (6) months affer the
Completion Dale in block 1.7, the Contractor shall not hire, and
shall not permit any subcontractor or^ other person, firm or
corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort to
perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State employee
or official, who is materially involved in (he procurement,
adininistration or performance of this Agreement. This
provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1.2 Failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 Failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:
8.2.1 Give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event
of Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence
of a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from
the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after
giving the Contractor notice of tennination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the
period from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Contractor has cured the Event of Default

shall never be paid to the Contractor;
8.2.3 Give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event
of Default and set off against any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contractor any damages the Slate suffers by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or
8.2.4 Give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event
of Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or
both.

8.3. No failure by the Stale to enforce any provisions hereof after
any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with
regard to that Event of Default, or any subsequent Event of
Default. No express failure to enforce any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and
all of the provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of
Default on the part of the Contractor.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or
in part, by thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor that
the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the Slate's discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later-ihan fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a
report ("Termination Report") describing in detail all Services
performed, and the contract price earned, to and including the
date of termination. The form, subject matter, content, and
number of copies of the Termination Report shall be identical to
those of any Final Report described in the attached EXHIBIT B.
In addition, at the State's discretion, the Contractor shall, within
15 days of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the
State a Transition Plan fbr services under the Agreement.

10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITV/

PRESERVATION.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "data" shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during Ihc
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproduclions, drawings, analyses,'graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documenl.s, all whether
finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the State or purchased with funds provided for that pi^pose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the Slate, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreement for any reason.
10.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H. RSA
chapter 91 -A or other existing law. Disclosure of data requires
prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects
an independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an
employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the Slate or receive any benefits, workers' compensation or
other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice, which
shall be provided to the Stale at least fifteen (15) days prior to
the assignment, and a written consent of the State. For purposes
of this paragraph, a Change of Control shall constitute
assignment. "Change of Control" means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or scries of related tran^ctions in
which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the
direct or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the
voting shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting
power of the Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all
of the assets of the Contractor.

12.2 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the
Contractor without prior written notice and consent of the Stale.
The Stale is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and assignment
agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions contain^
in a subcontract of an assignment agreement to which it is not a
party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. Unless otherwise exempted by law,
the Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the State, its
officers and employees, from and against any and all claims,
liabilities and costs for any personal injury or property damages,
patent or copyright infringement, or other claims asserted against
the Stale, its officers or employees, which arise out of (or which
may be claimed to arise out oO the acts or omission of the
Contractor, or subcontractors, including but not limited to the
negligence, reckless or Intentional conduct. The State shall not

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be liable for any costs incurred by the Contractor arising under
this paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign
immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the
State. TTiis covenant in paragraph 13 shall survive the

'termination of this Agreement.

14. INSURANCE.

14.1 The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, obtain and
continuously maintain in force, and shall require any
subcontractor or assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the
following insurance:
14.1.1 Commercial general liability insurance against all claims
of bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not
less than SI,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate
or excess; and

14.1.2 Special cause of loss coverage form covering all property
subject to subparagraph 10.2 herein, in an amount not less than
80% of the whole replacement value of the property.
14.2 The policies described in subparagraph 14.1 herein shall be
on policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the State
of iNew Hampshire by the N.H. Department of Insurance, and
issued by insurers licensed in the Stale of New Hampshire.
14.3 The Contractor shall furnish to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, a certificale(s) of
insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement.
Contractor shall also furnish to the Contracting Officer identified
in block 1.9, or his or her successor, certiricate(s) of insurance
for all renewal(s) of insurance required under this Agreement no
later than ten (10) days prior to the expiration date of each
insurance policy. The ccrtificate(s) of insurance and any
renewals thereof shall be attached and are incorporated herein by
reference.

15. WORKERS'COMPENSATION.

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifies
and warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt
from, the requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A ("Workers'
Compensafion ").
15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements
of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall maintain, and
require any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain,
payment of Workers' Compensation in connection with
activities which the person proposes to undertake pursuant to this
Agreement. The Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, proof of Workers'
Compensation in the manner described in N.H. RSA chapter
281-A and any applicable rencwal(s) thereof, which shall be
attached and arc incorporated herein by reference. The State
shall not be responsible for payment of any Workers'
Compensation premiums or for any other claim or benefit for
Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of Contractor,
which might arise under applicable State of New Hampshire
Workers' Compensation laws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

16. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time
of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States
Post Office addressed to the parlies at the addresses given in
blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the
parties hereto and only after approval of such amendment,
waiver or discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of
the State of New Hampshire unless no such approval is required
under the circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

18. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. This Agreement shall
be governed, interpreted and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement is the wording
chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule
of construction shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought and
maintained in New Hampshire Superior Court which shall have
exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

19. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict
between the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT
A) and/or attachments and amendment thereof, the terms of the
P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit.

21. HEADINGS. -The headings throughout the Agreement are
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

23. SEVERABILITV. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject
matter hereof.

Mayor James W. Dpnchess, Corporation Counsel Steve Bolton were also in attendance.

REMARKS BY THE MAYOR

Mayor Donchess

Well first I wanted to thank City Clerk Dan Healey and his staff for running our NH Primary Election yesterday and did a
very smooth, and ran things very smoothly, and did a very good job despite some obstacles. There were COVID related
absences in various Wards which City Clerk Healey had to cover, find people for, and cover himself. So, again, they did a
great job. I'd also like to thank all the poll workers who we know in each of our nine Wards they get up very, very early in
the morning, work until late at night, count absentee ballots, and run the operation smoothly, fairly, cleanly as we always
have here in Nashua. So I want to thank all the people involved.

Second, I wanted to mention the passing of At Savage. I'm sure other people here knew him very well. Everything they
say about him in the newspaper, all the good things are really true. I mean I knew Al for a lot of years and he died at age
95 but when he was a little younger and I was Mayor also, he ran a lot of youth sports leagues out of the Elk's
organization. At that time, the Elk's always down on Daniel Webster Highway and he would hold around six banquets
every year at which he would invite each of the young athletes along with their families. These would be held, I think, on a
Wednesday night and just as a thank you for all of them becoming involved. I mean he just loved those kids and he gave
everything he could to them and he really deserves all of the accolades that he has received since his passing. It's sad
that ultimately, he did pass away but he was proceeded by his wife Marion, also very involved and a very dedicated public
servant. They jointly received Citizen of the Year Award from the Chamber of Commerce some decades ago but it was a
joint award both Al and Marion Savage. So I wanted to speak to his passing.

I also wanted to update you on the entire Board on the action taken by the Finance Committee tonight. The Finance
Committee authorized a contract to enable a warming shelter beyond that is being provided by the Nashua Soup Kitchen
and Shelter. A warming station is something that operates from the evening around 9 o'clock to 6:00 in the morning for
anyone who is unhoused and wishes to get warm and have a place to go. The UU Church on Canal Street agreed to
offer their space for this really as a donation. We have agreed to pay them around $3,000 in their anticipated expenses
relating to heat, light, and coffee, and other things that they will provide at that site. The contract that was authorized is
with East Coast Evolution which is a service provider that is performing a similar service for warming shelters in
Manchester and other communities across New Hampshire.

I

The funds are coming from the Opioid Abatement Trust Fund which Director Bagley testified before the Finance
Committee totals right now about $326,000. The amount that it will cost that it will cost to provide this service will be
$97,000 of that amount. I think it's important to note that we have this money or at lease most of it because some years
ago the Board of Aldermen at the suggestion of our Legal Department authorized the city to enter as a plaintiff in many of
these opioid related lawsuits that have come across the country. As a result of being one of the main plaintiffs in that
litigation, we receive a greater share of the opioid, the National Opioid Settlements, than we otherwise would if we were
simply a receiver community. That money, and there were questions at the Finance Committee related to well what
happens when the money runs out, that is possible but these settlements require that the various defendants in these
cases, which include the manufacturers of the opioids - Perdue and other pharmaceutical companies - and in many cases
distributors - those being the pharmacies and others. The settlements require that those defendants pay into this fund
over a period of decades so there will be a continuing stream of funds. Now it may not be as much as we have now but
there will be more money coming on a periodic basis as a result of those settlements. So I wanted to make that clear.
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Thank our Legal Department for getting us involved in those lavvsuits because it has yielded benefits for our community in
the form of financial support for anti-opioid and anti-opioid efforts. With that Madam President, I \vill conclude.

With regard to the warming stations, do you know when those vwll be online?

Mayor Donchess

As soon as possible. I mean we did it on an emergency basis tonight so vye can really start it right away.

Alderman Looez

Are you aware Aether those stations are participating in the point In time count?

Mayor Donchess

Director Bagley is nodding her head yes so the answer is yes.

Alderman Looez

The point in time count is the annual count that we try to determine exactly how many people are unsheltered, or
homeless, or whatever category in the city and that information is collaboratively collected across many, many
organizations. It's a great night to make.that announcement.

Mayor Donchess

I'd like to thank Director Bagley who was very involved, Megan Caron, Matt Sullivan, all of them were involved in sort of
putting this together quickly. The point was made that maybe we should have done this earlier which is probably correct
but now it has been done and I want to thank them for their efforts.

President Wilshire

I just want to echo what the Mayor said about Al Savage. He was a great guy. I went to a many a roast beef dinner at the
Elk's Club with my kids when they were in sports. He was a wonderful guy. He'll be missed.
