REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into a grant

agreement with the Town of Derry, New Hampshire (VC #177379-6003) for a total of $8,815 to fund exotic
aquatic plant control activities in Beaver Lake and Meadows, effective upon Governor and Council

approval, through December 31, 2024. 100% Lake Restoration Funds.

EXPLANATION

Exotic aquatic plants have been a problem in the above-listed waterbody for several years. NHDES grant

funds are earmarked for management activities to control these exotic aquatic plants In 2024. The primary

purpose of New Hampshire's Exotic Aquatic Plant Program is to prevent the introduction and further

dispersal of exotic aquatic weeds and to manage or eradicate exotic aquatic weed infestations in the

surface waters of the state (RSA 487:17, II). The program, initiated In 1981, has five focus areas: 1)

Prevention of new infestations; 2) Monitoring for early detection of new infestations to facilitate rapid

control activities; 3) Control of new and established infestations; 4) Research towards new control

methods with the goal of reducing or eliminating infested areas; and 5) Regional cooperation.

NHDES received 50 requests for funding to control exotic aquatic plant growth in 2024 and was able to

offer grants to all 50 applicants. Please refer to Attachment B for a listing of projects to receive funding.

While this request is under the Governor and Council $10,00 threshold, the grantee has received funds
from other programs that puts them over the limit cumulatively.

This agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form, execution, and

content. We respectfully request your approval.

No data shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any other country by
anyone other than the State.
On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first occur.

The State, arxl anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder. including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall
have the right to withhold payment until such funds become available, ifever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.

Any one or more ofthe following acts or omissions ofthe Grantee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as "Events of Default"):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or
Failure to submit any report required hereunder, or
Failure to maintain, or permit access to, the records required hereunder; or
Failure to perform any of the other covenants and conditions of this Agreement.
UpontheoccurreiKeofany Event of Default, the State may take any oik, or more,
or all, of the following actions:
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount uhich would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that the

Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set offagainst any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; aird
Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafter
referred to as the "Tennination Report") describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date of termination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder.

NotwiihstaiKling anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member of employee of the Grantee,
and no representative, officer or employee of the State of New Hampshire or of
the governing body of the locality or localities in which the Project is to be

GRANTEE'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the performance of this
Agreement the Grantee, its employees, and any subcontractor or subgrantec of
the Grantee are in all respects independent contractors, and are neither agents
nor employees of the State. Neither the Grantee nor any of its officers,
employees, agents, members, subcontractors or subgrantees, shall have authority
to bind the State nor are they entitled to any of the benefits, workmen's
compensation or emoluments provided by the State to its employees.
ASSIGNMEhJT AND SUBCONTRACTS. The Grantee shall not assign, or
otherwise transfer any interest in this Agreement without the prior written
consent of the State. None of the Project Work shall be subcontracted or
subgranted by the Grantee other than as set forth in Exhibit B without the prior
written consent of the Stale.

INDEMNIFICATION. The Grantee shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless
the State, its ol^cers and employees, from and against any and all losses suffered
by the State, its ofTicers and employees, and any aiKl all claims, liabilities or
penalties asserted against the State, its ofTicers and employees, by or on behalf 21
of any person, on account of, based on, resulting fiom, arising out of (or which
may be claimed to arise out oQ the acts or omissions of the Grantee or
subcontractor, or subgrantee or other agent of the Grantee. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, rwthing herein contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the
sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the State.
This covenant shall survive the termination of this agreement.
INSURANCE.

The Grantee shall, at its own expense, obtain and maintain in force, or shall
require any subcontractor, subgrantee or assignee performing Project work to
obtain and maintain in force, both for the benefit of the State, the following
insurance:

The policies described in subparagraph 17.1 of this paragraph shall be the standard
form employed in the State of New Hampshire, issued by underwriters acceptable
to the State, and authorized to do business in the State of New Hampshire. Grantee
shall furnish to the State, certificates of insurance for all renewal(s) of insurance
required under this Agreement no later than ten (10) days prior to the expiration
date of each insurance policy.
WAIVER OF BREACH. No failure by the State to enforce any provisions hereof
ai^er any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with regard to
that Event, or any subsequent Event. No express waiver of any Event of Default
shall be deemed a waiver of any provisions hereof. No such failure of waiver
shall be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any further or other default on the part of the Grantee.
NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall be deemed to have
been duly delivered or given at the time of mailing by certified mail, postage
prepaid, in a United States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
first above given.
AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or discharged only
by an instrument in writing signed by the parties hereto and only aflcr approval of
such amendment, waiver or discharge by the Governor and Council of the State
of New Hampshire, if required or by the signing State Agency.
CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS This Agreement shall be
construed in accordance with the law of the Slate of New Hampshire, and is
binding upon and inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assignees. The captions and contents of the "subject" blank are used only as
a matter of convenience, and are not to be considered a part of this Agreement or
to be used in determining the intend of the parties hereto.
THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to benefit any third parties
and this Agreement shall not be construed to confer any such benefit.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be executed in a number
of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, constitutes the entire
agreement and understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings relating hereto.
SPECIAL PROVISIONS. The additional or modifying provisions set forth in
Exhibit A hereto arc incorporated as part of this agreement.

1. The Town of Derry is the grantee for this project. The New Hampshire Department of

Environmental Services (NHDES) is referred to as the "state." Amy P. Smagula of the

Watershed Management Bureau is the grant officer for the state.

2. Variable milfoil, an invasive aquatic plant, has become a nuisance problem in various

portions of the Beaver Lake and Meadows, and the grantee Is seeking grant funds to

assist in control efforts in 2024.

3. The grantee shall ensure that the contractors adhere to the following project-specific

tasks:

For herbicide treatment in 2024. the grantee will ensure that SOLitude Lake

Management performs the following tasks:

•  Task 1 Prepare and file Special Permit application with NH DPC (inclusive of the

required abutter notifications, publication of newspaper notices and all
costs associated with advertising and attending a public hearing, if
required).

•  Task 2 Perform chemical treatment of the subject waterbody per the bid
specifications, inclusive of all labor, chemical, and equipment costs.

•  Task 3 Conduct pre- and post-treatment surveys, perform post-treatment
herbicide residue sample collection as required by permit, and submit the

required written reporting to the State per the bid specifications.

4. NHDES will provide monetary support to you as outlined in Exhibit C.

Should the cost of projects be lower than the bids for those projects, remaining grant

funds may be used to rnatch costs associated with other NHDES approved exotic aquatic

plant control projects in the above referenced waterbody.
