Pursuant to the provisions of RSA 14:30-a, VI, authorize the Department of Health and Human Services,
Division of Public Health Services to accept and expend federal funds in the amount of $1,948,154 from
the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) to fund the Epidemiology and Laboratory Capacity
for Prevention and Control of Emerging Infectious Diseases (ELC) to support the National Wastewater
Surveillance System (NWSS), effective upon approval by the Fiscal Committee and Governor and
Executive Council through June 30, 2025 and further authorize the funds to be allocated as follows.

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EXPLANATION -

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) awarded funding to support the National
Wastewater Surveillance System (NWSS) which supports implementation of wastewater monitoring in
New Hampshire via the state Public Health Laboratories. The funded activities include collecting
wastewater samples from treatment plants across New Hampshire, which will then be processed and
quantitatively tested for various respiratory viruses and infectious diseases. This funding will support
Whole Genome Sequencing (WGS) of positive samples for variant strain identification. The data
generated from this analysis will be populated in a publicly facing online dashboard, which will allow the
citizens of New Hampshire to visualize disease prevalence in participating municipalities.

This funding also allows the New Hampshire Public Health Lab to continue to potentiaily implement new
laboratory assays to detect and characterize other emerging pathogens such as influenza viruses, RSV,
and arboviruses in wastewater. Successful implementation of wastewater monitoring will give citizens
increased awareness of circulating pathogens in communities across the state to mitigate discase spread
and potentially reduce burdens on the healthcare system.

The funds are to be budgeted as follows:
Class 020 Funds will be used for office supplies, copier paper, shipping and postage to
support the work of the Wastewater Surveillance Manager and the Wastewater

Surveillance Epidemiologist.

Class 030 Funds will be used to purchase laboratory instruments and equipment for
wastewater testing and biological safety cabinets.

Class 037 Funds will be used for purchasing a laptop and accessories for the NWSS

Epidemiology Program Manager.
Class 041 Funds will be used for Audit Fund Set Aside per State requirement.
Class 070 Funds will be used for in-state travel mileage reimbursement associated with

NWSS field work and site visits.

Class 080 Funds will be used for out-of-state meetings, trainings and conferences such as
the Public Health and Water Conference, the Wastewater Disease Surveillance
Summit, and the Northeast Epidemiclogy Conference, and trainings for
wastewater sequencing and method development.

Class 102 Funds will be used to pay for a specimen delivery contract, a whole genome
sequencing data analysis contract with Theiagen Genomics, a contract with
Emory University for Global Safc Water for the implementation of new assays,
and a contracted Laboratory Assistant as part of the Maxim Staffing Contract.

Class 548 Funds will be used to purchase reagents for water and specimen testing.

In response to the anticipated two-part question, “Can these funds be used to offsct General Funds?” and
“What is the compelling reason for not offsetting General Funds?” the Division offers the following
information: The funds are provided for a specified purpose by the CDC and Prevention as defined in the
Notice of Grant Award and cannot be used to offset General Funds.

Source of Funds: 100% Federal Funds from the CDC.

In the event that these Federal funds no longer become available, General Funds will not be requested to
support this program.
