REQUESTED ACTION

That approval be and hereby is given to the Attorney General to appoint Robert A. Pearce
Position #9U053 (Appropriation #02-20-20-201010-2623-013-500132) as an Attorney at a salary
level of $90,000, effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval or May 10, 2024,
whichever is later.

EXPLANATION

Mr. Pearce, a Hopkinton resident, earned his Bachelor of Arts in Philosophy from
Dartmouth College in 2003, and his Juris Doctor from Boston University School of Law, magna
cum laude, in 2003. During law school he worked as a Law Clerk in the Boston University
Office of the General Counsel and served as Executive Editor for Student Notes, Annual Review

of Banking Law. He practiced as an Associate with Hinckley, Allen & Snyder, LLP, from 2003
to 2004, and at McLane, Graf, Raulerson & Middleton, P. A., from 2004 to 2007. He later joined
Seyfarth Shaw, LLP, in Boston, first as an Associate (2007 - 2015) and then as Counsel (2015 -
2023). His practice there concentrated on real estate purchase and sales, lending, and loan
workout transactions. He is admitted to practice in both New Hampshire and Massachusetts.
