REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a contract with
Scituate Concrete Products Corp (VC#309369), Scituate, MA in an amount up to and not to
exceed $577,339.80 for reinforced concrete culvert pipe (RCP), with the option to renew for up
to an additional two-year period, effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval for
the period May 1, 2024, through April 30, 2027.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall
be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services (DAS) through the Bureau of Purchase and
Property, (BoPP) issued request for bid (RFB) 2862-24 on December 12, 2023, with responses
due on January 26, 2024. This RFB reached twenty-four (24) vendors through the NIGP registry
with an additional thirteen (13) directly sourced. There was one compliant response received
from the incumbent contractor, Scituate Concrete Products Corp (Contract #8003066). BoPP
also received 3 "No Bid" responses from the following vendors: Advanced Concrete
Technologies, Home Depot, and William N. Lamarre Concrete Products, Inc. Advanced
Concrete Technologies stated that they are only a single source supplier of concrete batching and
mixing plant solutions. Home Depot replied with a response of "No Bid" due to their inability to
find a supplier of these products. William N. Lamarre Concrete Products, Inc. elected to not
participate in the bid and stated that they do not carry these specific products.

The primary utilizing agency for this proposed contract is the New Hampshire
Department of Transportation (NHDOT). Without any contract in place for this commodity the
state would be subject to additional shipping costs from vendors that are further away. Scituate
Concrete Products Corp is one of very few vendors who manufacture and supply RCP and are a
certified plant with the National Precast Concrete Association (NPCA) quality control program,
and currently have several New Hampshire Department of Transportation and State projects that
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they are providing RCP for. This proposed contract reflects a 2% overall cost savings over the
contract term as shown in Scituate Concrete Products Corps bid response when compared to the
current contract (Contract #8003066).

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid. In a United States Post
Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended^ waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merriraack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between
the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thereto,
the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set' forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are Incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
^ents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost'and expense, execute any
additional documents and take such further actions as may
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
