REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a contract with
Innovative Municipal Products, (US), Inc. dba Innovative Surface Solutions (VC#170191),
Glenmont,' NY in the amount of $700,352 for liquid magnesium chloride solution, with the
option to renew for an additional two-year period, effective upon Governor and Executive
Council approval through June 30, 2029.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency expenditures, none of which shall
be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services, through the Bureau of Purchase and
Property, issued request for bid (RFB). 2839-24 for liquid magnesium chloride solution on
October 16, 2023, with responses due on October 30, 2023. The RFB reached 86 vendors
through the NIGP registry with an additional 11 directly sourced. There were two compliant
responses received with the lowest being from Innovative Municipal Products, (US) Inc. dba
Innovative Surface Solutions.

This contract, upon approval, will continue to provide the New Hampshire Department of
Transportation (NHDOT) the liquid magnesium chloride solution they need to apply to the
roadways during the winter. This product aids in de-icing and protects ground surface from
dangerous ice build-up during the winter months. Liquid magnesium chloride solution is applied
to roads to help prevent ice from bonding to the pavement, allowing snowplows to clear roads
more efficiently and improve safe driving conditions for New Hampshire motorists during
treacherous winter weather conditions.

There is a 55% cost increase, associated with this proposed contract due to the liquid
magnesium brine enhancer being added as an additional product that was not incorporated into
the previous contract. The liquid brine enhancer has a freezing point that, is lower than water,
allowing it to adhere to the road surface and prevent snow and ice from freezing and
accumulating. There is a cost savings of $3,712.45 annually for comparable items.
