Refunding Series Rebate invoice.

Central Maintenance (7027) 98.72% Turnpike Funds« 1.28% Agency Income

Class 022 Decrease Rents-Leases Other than Slate by $30,000. This class has extra funds because a large
contractor stopped providing services due to a rise in insurance cost. Also, extra funds are available
due to a mild winter season. Spending will be managed to accommodate this request.
