(NHDAMF), receives other funds for the Soil Conservation program through the Conservation License Plate
program, RSA 261:97-c III (a). Grants are awarded through a competitive process to groups including
municipalities, County Conservation Districts, County Cooperative Extension natural resource programs, municipal
conservation agencies, schools, scout groups, and other nonprofit entities engaged in natural resource

conservation programs for conservation activities. This position ensures long range strategic planning and provides
program guidance to the conservation districts to ensure successful implementation of conservation projects and
program services.
