REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter intc an
agreement with the Lake Kanasatka Watershed Association, Inc., Center Harbor, NH, (VC # 482807-B001)
in the amount of $500,000 to complete the Lake Kanasatka Alum Treatment 2024 project, effective upon
Governor and Council approval through December 31, 2024. 100% General Funds.

EXPLANATION

NHDES requests approval to enter into a grant agreement for $500,000 with the Lake Kanasatka
Watershed Association, Inc. (LKWA} to complete the Lake Kanasatka Alum Treatment 2024 project. The
project will be partially funded with Cyanobacteria Mitigation Fund (CMF) grant funds. The CMF was
established in Chapter 79:433 of the Laws of 2023 (HB 2) that amended RSA 485-A and established the
Cyanobacteria Mitigation Loan Program and appropriated 51 million into the fund under RSA 485-A:61.
Under RSA 485-A:59, NHDES is authorized to administer the Cyanobacteria Mitigation Program to assist
municipalities, community and non-profit groups and lake and river watershed associations, to reduce
the number of chronic and extended cyanobacteria blooms that are a threat to the long-term health and
recreational values of state waterbodies. Interim rules, N.H. Code of Administrative Rules Chapter Env-
Wq 2300, were adopted on January 26, 2024, which enables NHDES to administer grants and loans for
financial assistance on a first come, first serve basis, to eligible entities for eligible projects to address
frequent, severe, and long-duration cyanobacteria blooms. NHDES announced the availability of this new
grant program in January 2024 following the rule adoption.

Lake Kanasatka is a 353-acre waterbody located in the Town of Moultonborough, NH, and it outlets to
Blackey Cove on Lake Winnipesaukee in Moultonborough. Lake Kanasatka has had high density and
prolonged cyanobacteria biooms since 2020, limiting recreational activity, and posing a threat to the
health of human and aquatic life, and resulting in advisories for Primary Contact Recreation (swimming).
In 2023, large and prolonged blooms in Lake Kanasatka resulted in cyanobacteria migrating downstream
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and the Honorable Council
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into Lake Winnipesaukee. Studies conducted in Lake Kanasatka point to both external (watershed) and
internal {in-lake) sources of phosphorous loading, which drives the cyanobacteria blooms.

To reduce the external loading of phosphorus from runoff into Lake Kanasatka, LKWA has worked with
contractors and NHDES to install structural best management practices {BMPs) in the watershed to
correct runoff and erosion problems, and old or failing septic systems that contribute watershed loads
to the lake. According to the Lake Kanasatka Watershed Restoration Plan, approximately 20 percent of
the phosphorus in Lake Kanasatka originates from internal phosphorus loading from lake bottom
sediments. To mitigate the effects of in-lake phosphorus, LKWA and their project team of consultants
will carry out a treatment plan for in-lake remediation. Through the combined implementation of
watershed BMPs and conducting in-lake treatment, the phosphorus loading into Lake Kanasatka will be
significantly reduced, which will immediately reduce harmful algal blooms and improve water quality.

The project costs are budgeted at $536,944. NHDES will provide $500,000 (93%) of the project costs
through a CMF grant, and the LKWA wili provide the remaining costs through cash and in-kind services. A

budget estimate is provided in Attachment A.

The agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form, execution, and
content.
