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EXPLANATION

The grants listed above are awarded to local agencies across NH to attend training programs offered through the
FSTEMS which are authorized under the Homeland Security grant. These training programs are targeted to first
responders to expand local capabilities in hazardous materials, technical rescue, incident command, and EMS in the
Warm Zone. These programs teach each of the participants the foundational knowledge that is needed to perform
these skills in hazardous incidents throughout the State. This grant reimburses the local agencies for the cost of
personnel salaries and benefits to either send students to authorized training programs or to backfill personnel! so an
on-duty member can attend training.
