REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Justice (DOJ) to retroactively enter into a subgrant with the
Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS), Concord, NH (Vendor #202586-B001) in
an amount not to exceed $1,306,071 from the Federal Comprehensive Opioid Abuse Program for
the purpose of continuing activities under the Prescription Drug Monitoring Program (PDMP)
effective October 1, 2023 to June 30, 2025 upon Governor and Executive Council approval.
100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

This item is retroactive to October 1, 2023, because the Department of Justice received
approximately $900,000 more than was budgeted for fiscal year 2024. Discussions with DHHS
took place to make plans for the higher funding amount. In January 2024, the Department of
Justice went to Fiscal and Governor and Executive Council to accept and expend the additional
funds. There were additional discussions and contract changes and DHHS signed the subgrant
on April 22,2024,

This subgrant is from federal funds that New Hampshire receives from the U.S
Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance, Comprehensive Opioid Abuse Program
(COAP) grant. The objective of COAP funding is to strengthen and support enhancements of
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Prescription Drug Monitoring Programs to improve clinical decision-making and to prevent the
abuse and diversion of controlled substances.

The Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Public Health has extensive
experience managing, collaborating, and enhancing programs designed to target the drug
addiction health crisis faced in New Hampshire. The DHHS will utilize this funding to continue
the PDMP and its multifaceted goals, personnel, and staffing.

In the event that federal funds are no longer available, general funds will not be requested
to support this program.
