Effective upon approvals by the Fiscal Committee and Govemor and Executive Council through
June 30, 2025, and further authorize the allocation of these funds in the accounts below. 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this request is to increase funding to the Comprehensive Family Support Services (CFSS)
Home Visiting program by implementing Newbom Navigation. CFSS contractors will implement Newbom
Navigation designated staff within the (CFSS) catchment areas, excluding the City of Manchester to avoid
a duplication of services that are currently provided by other programs in the area. CFSS agencies will work
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within their communities to build relationships with providers, such as birthing hospitals, social service
agencies, and pediatricians, to support a collaborative approach to Newborn Navigation. This expansion
will increase newborn families' engagement, enrollment in home visiting, and connections to community-
based resources. This includes connections to home visiting programs as early as possible to support
maternal, family, and child health outcomes, and reduce the risk of child maltreatment. Newborn
Navigation staff will provide preventative services at no cost to families such as positive parenting
techniques, child development screenings, matemal depression screenings, and resources and referrals.
Services include referrals and connections to concrete supports such as nutrition support, postpartum
support, childcare, employment programs, economic mobility support, and state benefits.

Funds are budgeted as follows:

Class 041 -RSA 124:16 requires .1% to be budgeted to pay for financial and compliance audits.

Class 074 - The funds will be used for Newbom Navigation services as part of the Comprehensive
Family Support Services Home Visiting Program. This expansion will reach more individuals and
increase newborn families' connections to community-based resources as early as possible. This
includes connections to home visiting programs to support matemal, family, and child health
outcomes, and reduce the risk of child maltreatment. Funds will support the Newbom Navigation
program implementation.

Areas Served: Statewide (except the City of Manchester)

Source of Funds: These funds are 100% Federal Funds.

In the event that Federal Funds become no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support
this program.
